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I. BASICINDICATORS ABOUT THE DEMOGRAPHIC,

PERIOD

The present chapter contains information on
basic indicators characterizing the demographic,
social and economic development of the country
for the 1999 - 2015 period.

The methodology for computing the different
indicators is presented in the methodological notes
at the main chapters.

When estimating the real change of household
income and expenditure, wages and salaries and
the monthly pension paid to a retired person, the
so-called average annual consumer price index is
used as a deflator. It represents an index of a level,
Laspeyres type and is computed as a relation between
the sums of the monthly indices for two consecutive
years at one and the same basis (1995 = 100).
More information regarding methodological items
and practical solutions in respect to the deflator
for estimating the real changes of some volume
indicators can be found on the NSI website
(www.nsi.bg).

The chapter includes two consumer price
indices (December to December of the preceding
year): the indices officially published until now in
NSI publications, and the revised indices according
to Eurostat requirements for constructing and
producing a harmonized consumer price index
and also according to International Monetary Fund
recommendations.

1. TERRITORY, SURFACE AREA AND CLIMATE

The expenditure on protection and restoration
of the environment includes:

® Expenditure on acquisition of tangible and
intangible fixed assets with ecological use.

The expenditure on acquisition of tangible
tixed assets with ecological use constitutes part of
the total expenditure on acquisition of tangible fixed
assets in the country. The expenditure on acquisition
of tangible and intangible fixed assets includes
the outlays invested in building up new objects;
reconstruction of existing tangible fixed assets with
ecological use, as well as those on licenses, patents,
know-how, acquisition of monitoring and control
equipment, and others.

B Expenditure on  maintenance  and
exploitation of tangible fixed assets with ecological
use and activities on environment protection and
restoration.

Data
about the expenditure on acquisition of tangible
fixed assets with ecological use do not include the
expenditure on acquisition of tangible fixed assets
for preserving air purity, and noise and vibration
reduction in working premises.

The methods applied in data collection for
both tangible fixed assets with ecological use and
expenditure on their acquisition and maintenance
are in conformity with the Accountancy Law,
National Accounting Scheme and National
Accounting Standards.

Information on water use is ensured by
conducting the following annual statistical surveys:

® Survey on water supply, sewage and
treatment - exhaustive survey. Data are collected
from public water supply companies dealing with
water collection, treatment, water supply and
wastewater collection, discharge and treatment

B Survey on water use - partial statistical
survey focused on the larger water users. Criterion
for coverage is the usage by enterprises of more than
36 thousand m® of water annually for their activity.

The presented results are calculated based on
reported statistical data, proportions and estimates.

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Non-fresh are sea and transitional waters.

Returned water is the water abstracted from
any fresh water source and discharged back into
it without use (occurs primarily at mining and
quarrying, and construction activities).

Gross fresh water abstraction is calculated as a
sum of fresh water abstracted by public water supply,
irrigation sysytems and by self-supply of surveyd
units. Water use for production of hydroenergy and
physical entities is not included.

Water net abstraction is the water gross
abstraction minus returned water.

Water used is calculated as a sum of the
quantities delivered by self-supply, Public water
supply, irrigation systems and other supply (incl.
reused water/wastewater from other users).

Water losses, total are reported by the operators
(Public water supply and irrigation systems)
and include physical losses during the transport,
unauthorized consumption, measurement errors

Wastewater generated includes water volumes
discharged by surveyed enterprises and households
into the public sewerage and water bodies.

Cooling water generated and discharged is
presented in separate category.

Sources of data about the activity on control
and prevention of the pollution of the Black Sea
water and the Danube river are the departments
and firms, which perform treatment of waters from
waste.

The information about emissions of pollutants
in the air is published on the base of data from
the National Statistical Institute and the Executive
Environmental Agency at the Ministry of
Environment and Water.

The methods of NSI and Ministry of Environment
and Water following EU recommendations are
used at the collection of primary information and
estimation of pollutant emissions. The emissions in
the air are estimated on the basis of the following

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IV. POPULATION AND DEMOGRAPHIC PROCESSES

Basic concepts and sources of data

Survey objects in the demographic statistics are
population and demographic events.

The population is defined at a given critical
moment. The critical moment used in the current
demographic statistics is 31.12. of the respective
year. The units of the population aggregates are the
particular persons.

Demographic events (births, deaths, marriages,
divorces and migration) are defined as periodical
aggregates. Units of these periodical aggregates
are the separate demographic events, which are
homogeneous by characteristics. Demographic
events are registered at the moment of their
occurrence and the respective periodical aggregates
for a given period of time are created. A calendar
year is covered by the demographic statistics.

The data on population are a result of the
regular censuses and of the respective calculations
by means of the natural and migration increase,
received from the current demographic statistics for
the years between censuses.

Data source on the natural movement and
internal migration of the population is the National
Civil Registration System.

The main categoryused in current demographic
statistics and the population census is usualls
‘resident population’ This category includes persons
who live permanently in the country and have not
left it officially as of 31.12. of the respective year for
a period more than one year.

The data on the urban and rural population
are received in accordance with the status of the
settlements as of 31.12.2015.

The data for the population and its natural
and migration movement by regions are given
in accordance with the administrative-territorial
division of the country as of 31.12.2015.

municipalities and settlements) by persons’ ‘present
address’. The ‘present address’ replaces the citizens’
address registration in force until 1.01.2000 and
corresponds to a person’s residence.

The different demographic processes are
referred in the following way: births - to the
settlement pointed as a present address of the new
born child; deaths - to the settlement where is the
present address of the deceased; marriages and
divorces - to the settlement where the husband’s
present address is or in case the present address of
husband is abroad - the settlement where the wife’s
present address is.

The age in completed years is calculated on the
basis of the birth date and the date of the respective
demographic event, i.e. this is the age reached at the
occurrence date of the event.

The population age at the end of the year is
calculated as of 31.12. in completed years.

The population at the age of 0 includes the
live births which have occurred only during the
respective reference year. The live births which
have occurred in previous years, but registered in
the reference year, are included in the total number
of live births and distributed in the respective
population ages.

The term ‘birth’ means the completion of
pregnancy that result in child bearing. It includes
births of live born and stillborn children, excluding
abortions.

The ‘births’ indicator includes the number
of live born and stillborn children and not the
different cases of births that can be of one, two or
more children.

In accordance with the methodology valid up
to 2008 inclusive, the definitions about the born
children’ status are the following:

® A live born child is the one, who weighs
1 000 or more grams and has shown signs of life at
the completion of pregnancy no matter its duration.
The signs of life are breathing, functioning of the
heart, pulsation of the umbilical cord or voluntary
movement of the muscles. At the presence of one
of these signs it is considered that the child is born
alive.

m If the foetus weighs less than 1 000 grams it
is accepted as live born if it has been alive for at least

shown signs of life and its length is 35 or more
centimeters at the completion of pregnancy or the
pregnancy has continued at least 28 weeks. The
number of stillborn children does not include the
abortions, which are premature interruptions of
pregnancy in unnatural or natural way.

In accordance with the same methodology an
abortion is defined as interruption of the pregnancy
when the foetus has not shown signs of life and its
length is below 35 centimeters or the pregnancy
has continued less than 28 weeks. It is accepted that
abortions are also the cases when the foetus weighs
less than 1 000 grams and has not lived at least 6
days from the birth.

Since 2009 according to Decree No. 32 from
30.12.2008 of the Ministry of health, the following
definitions about the born children’s status have
been applied:

® A live born child is the one, who has shown
signs of life at the completion of pregnancy no
matter its duration.

m A foetus with a weight below 600 grams
and/or duration of pregnancy less than 22 weeks is
accepted as live born if it has been alive for at least 3
days. A stillborn child is the one who has not shown
signs of life and its weight is 600 and more grams at
the completion of pregnancy and/or the pregnancy
has continued at least 22 weeks.

In accordance with the Decree an abortion is
defined as interruption of the pregnancy when the
foetus has not shown signs of life and its weight
is below 600 grams and/or the pregnancy has
continued less than 22 weeks. It is accepted that
abortions are also the cases when the foetus has not
lived at least 3 days from the birth.

According to Decree No. 12 from 21.07.2014
on adoption of a medical standard ‘Midwifery and
gynaecology’ the following new definitions about
the born children’s status are applied:

‘Birth’ is a complete expulsion or extraction
from the mother of a foetus, irrespective alive or
dead, that meet the following criteria: not

a) body weight at birth of 800 grams and over
and/or 26 weeks of gestation;

b) body weight at birth of less than 800 grams
and/or less than 26 weeks of gestation - provided
that the foetus was born alive and has lived at least
3 days.

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‘Alive’ is a foetus who shows signs of blood
circulation. In absence of such signs, the foetus is
considered “dead” (foetus mortuus).

‘Abortion’ is a loss or interruption of a
pregnancy before the foetus to meet the above
mentioned criteria.

Since 2005 data on causes of deaths have been
based on the International Statistical Classification
of Diseases and Related Health Problems - Tenth
Revision. Source of data are death certificates.

Since 2007 the mechanical movement of
the population has included all persons changed
their present address in the country and abroad.
The immigrants by districts, municipalities and
settlements include as well persons arrived in
Bulgaria from other countries. The emigrants by
districts, municipalities and settlements include
as well persons departed from Bulgaria to other
countries. The migration increase is a result from
internal and external migration.

Main demographicindicators

The age structure of the population is the
distribution of the population in the different age
groups.

Population age limits for breakdown by
categories under, in and over working-age are fixed
according to the accepted instruction with Decree
of Council of Ministers No. 30/2000. In accordance
with last instruction the upper limit for the
population in working-age increases with 4 months
each year until the completing 65 years for men and
63 years for women.

The rate of demographic ageing is the rate of
increase of the relative share of the population over
working-age (according to the age limit defined for
men and women) compared with the share of this
population for the previous year. It is calculated in
percentage.

The age dependency rate is the ratio between
the number of dependants (the persons aged 0 - 14
and 65 and over) and the number of independent
population (15 - 64 years) at the end of the year. It is
calculated in percentage.

Demographic replacement rate is the ratio

between the number of persons aged 15 - 19
years and the number of persons aged 60 - 64, i.e.

The average annual number of the population
is an arithmetic average from the calculated
population at the end of the previous year and the
end of the current year.

The average annual population for 2001 and
2002 are calculated on the basis of the recalculated
annual population data for 2000 and 2001.

The average annual population for 2011 are
calculated on the basis of the recalculated annual
population data for 2010 and 2011.

The crude rates of natural movement of the
population (fertility, mortality, marriage and
divorce rate) indicate respectively the number
of live-born children, the number of deceased
persons, the number of marriages and the number
of divorces per 1 000 persons of the population.
They are calculated as a ratio (per thousand) of the
respective number of each event during the year and
the average annual population for the same year.

The natural increase of the population is
calculated as a difference between the number of
live births and deaths.

The natural increase rate shows the number
of increase (decrease) of the population per 1 000
persons. It is calculated as a ratio (per thousand)
of the difference between the live births and deaths
during the year and the average annual number of
the population for the same year.

The fertility rate is the ratio between the
number of live-born infants and the average annual
number of women of reproductive age (15 - 49
years). It indicates the average number of infants
born alive per 1 000 women of reproductive age in
the reference year.

The total fertility rate is a sum of the age-
specific fertility rates during the reference year. It
indicates the average number of children (boys and
girls) a woman could bear during the period of her
reproductive age according to age-specific fertility
observed in the year under review.

The net reproduction rate represents the
average number of female children a woman might
bear during her reproductive age, who would reach
her age at birth, if fertility and mortality remain the
same as they were during the reference year, i.e. how
many girls would replace a mother under the rate of

Abortion rate is the ratio between the number of
abortions and the average annual number of women
at reproductive age. It indicates the average number
of abortions per 1 000 women at reproductive age
for the respective year.

The infant mortality rate is the number of
deaths of infants under one year of age per 1 000 live
births. It is calculated as a relation (per thousand)
of the number of children who died under 1 year of
age, and the number of live-born children during
the same year.

The perinatal mortality shows the number
of stillborn and live born children who have died
during the first 6 days from birth per 1 000 births,
i.e. the mortality from the 28" week of the uterine
existence till the end of the 6™ day of life.

The neonatal mortality shows the number of
infant deaths from the first till the 27" day of birth
per 1 000 live born children.

The late neonatal mortality is the ratio between
the number of infants who have died between the
7" and the 27™ day of their life, and the number of
live-born infants.

The postneonatal mortality is the ratio between
the number of infants who have died at the age of
28 days up to 1 year and the number of live born
children, decreased by the number of infant deaths
till 27 day.

The life expectancy indicator represents the life
expectancy of new-borns under the hypothesis that
the intensity of mortality by ages observed for the
respective year remains the same.

The migration increase (decrease) in territorial
aspect represents the difference between the number
of immigrants and emigrants to (from) a given
territorial unit. International migration balance
is calculated as a difference between number of
persons who have entered the country and those
who have left it.

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V. LABOUR MARKET

This chapter presents the information by
main economic indicators which characterized the
labour market as a result of the carried out statistical
surveys.

In Table 1 are included data on employed in
national economy as a whole and by economic
activity groupings (A38, Rev. 2 - 2008), in accordance
with the methodological definitions in ESA 2010. The
data cover the 2008 - 2015 period. The additional
information concerning employees, self-employed
as well as the hours worked is included in the
NSI annual publication ‘Main macroeconomic
indicators 2015

Main sources for elaboration of the employment
data are the carried out statistical surveys on
enterprises, other institutional units and households.
Data on employees working under labour contract
and working owners are derived from annual
Enterprises’ Survey on employment, wages and
salaries and other labour costs. The Labour Force
Survey provides information of the number of
employees working under civil contract, other type
of contract or without any contract, self-employed.
Farm Structure Survey conducting by Ministry of
Agriculture and Food Supply, is used as a source of
information for self-employed in agriculture.

The data on employed in Table 1 are based
on the resident concept of the institutional unit -
employer. The part of the differences in comparison
to the results of the other statistical surveys, are
due to the methodological reasons in the surveys
organization, coverage and used definitions.

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Enterprises survey on employment, wages and

Object, scope and units of the survey

The survey covers all active enterprises,
irrespective of the kind of ownership, registered in
the BULSTAT official business register that have
submitted annual activity reports to NSI.

Main objectives and definitions

Main objective of the annual survey is to collect
data for estimating two of the key macroeconomic
indicators characterizing the labour market:
employed persons in all economic activities and
employees® average annual gross earnings. These
indicators are primarily used for macroeconomic
analysis and in the following year government
budget framework.

Military personnel are not included.

The annual average number of employees
in Table 2 is an arithmetic mean of the monthly
average number of employees. The monthly average
number of employees is an average value of number
of employees in each calendar day in the month.

Gross earnings relate to the remunerations in
cash or in kind regularly received by each employee
before the deduction of any taxes or social security
contributions paid by the employee.

B remuneration paid for overtime work.

Employers’ contributions to the social security
funds (public insurance upon general disease, work
accident and professional disease, motherhood,
unemployment, pensions as well as the additional
pension insurance) are excluded. Imputed social
contributions according to the Labour Code, the
Civil Service Act or the Social Insurance Code are
excluded as well.

Average gross annual earnings are the total
amount of earnings accrued during the calendar
year divided by the average number of employees
under labour contract excluding those on maternity
leave.

Data for the survey are collected by:

B Annual statistical paper form on the number
of employed persons, wages and other labour costs,
that is filled in by all enterprises applying double
entry accounting. It is the source on the average
number of employees and their earnings, the labour
turnover and the structure of the earnings accrued.
It summarizes data from presence sheets, pay-roll
sheets, labour contracts, etc.

B Annual statistical paper form on the
activity of private companies, applying single entry
accounting.

Registered Unemployed Survey

Data on registered unemployed are exhaustive,
based on administrative sources. Included are
persons registered as unemployed at Labour Offices
of the National Employment Agency at the Ministry
of Labour and Social Policy, according to the Law
on Employment Promotion.

According to the Law, unemployed are persons
who do not work, who are actively seeking a job,
and who are ready to take up a job within a fortnight
after being notified by the competent division of
the National Employment Agency. Persons actively
seeking a job are persons who have not refused
to attend interviews with employers as have been
arranged by a division of the National Employment
Agency, and who have called on employers at his or
her own initiative in search of an appointment to a

job.
Labour Force Survey

Object, scope and units of the survey

The main purpose of the Labour Force Survey
is to provide information on main characteristics
of employment and unemployment. The resident
population of Bulgaria is covered by the survey.

The Labour Force Survey is carried out over a
sample of non-institutional households. All persons
aged 15 years and over, members of the selected
households, are interviewed.

The sample used for the survey is a stratified
two-stage cluster sample. The stratification is done
by districts and type of place of residence (district’s

Clusters on the first stage are enumeration
districts (established during Population Census)
and clusters on the second stage are households.
Clusters on the first stage are selected with
probability proportional to the size. The sample
consists of 2 446 enumeration districts and quarterly
19.6 thousand households are observed - by 8 in
each enumeration district.

The sample is rotational. A 2-(2)-2 rotation
pattern is used. Respondents are interviewed in
two consecutive quarters, then are temporarily
removed for the next two quarters and entered
again for the following two quarters, i.e. each
household is interviewed four times. The use of this
rotation scheme allows sample overlap between two
consecutive quarters as well as between the same
quarters of two consecutive years.

For calculation of weights for quarterly survey
results the population estimates (excluding the
population, living in institutional households) as of
the end of previous quarter are used. Annual data
are calculated as average of the four quarters of the
year. Main average annual results from the Labour
Force Sample survey held in 2015 are published in
Tables 7 - 14.

The distribution of labour force by level of
education is presented according ISCED 2011.

Employed persons are those who did any work
as paid employees (in cash or in kind); managed
their own enterprise, firm, farm or profession, or
other business of their own; those who worked as
unpaid workers in family-operated firm, enterprise
or farm.

Persons on unpaid leave initiated by the
employer are considered employed if the duration
of this leave does not exceed three months.

Students, housewives and pensioners who have
worked at least 1 hour during the reference period
are considered employed.

Unemployed persons - persons aged 15 to 74
who did not work at all during the reference period,
but were actively seeking a job within the preceding
four weeks, including the reference period and
were available to start working within two weeks
following the reference period.

Persons who did not seek job actively, but who
had found a new job or business that is expected to
start within 3 months following the reference period
are classified as unemployed as well as persons on
unpaid leave initiated by the employer over three
months if they were actively looking for work and
were available to start working.

Students, housewives, pensioners and other
persons who are usually not economically active are
considered unemployed during the reference period
if they meet the above definition of unemployment.

Persons not in the labour force (economically
inactive population) - persons who are not classified
as employed or unemployed. All persons on leave for
raising a child up to 2 years of age are not included
in the labour force.

Professional status - according to the
professional status persons are classified in the
following groups:

® employers - persons who manage own
enterprises (firms, farms) sole or in association with
other people; those who work on lease or perform
other work employing one or more persons;

® own-account workers (self-employed) -
persons who manage own enterprises (firms, farms)
sole or in association with other people, or perform
other work without employing other persons.

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VI. HOUSEHOLD INCOME, EXPENDITURE
AND CONSUMPTION

The beginning of household budgets’ surveying
in Bulgaria with the implementation of scientific
methods for household selection dates back to 1951
and regular surveys have been conducted since
1953.

Over the vyears the methodology and
organization of the household budgets survey have
changed a number of times.

The main objective of the household budgets
survey is to produce reliable and scientifically
founded data on income, expenditure, consumption
and other elements of the living standard of the
population, as well as changes, which have occurred
during the years.

Object, scope and unit of survey

Unit of observation is every randomly chosen
ordinary household irrespective of the number of
members and their material and personal status.

A simple household in this survey is as follows:

B One person living alone, having meals
separately and having his (her) separate budget;

® Two or more persons who live in one dwelling
or part of dwelling, having their meals together and
having a common budget irrespective of whether
they are relatives. Persons who are temporarily
absent are considered members of the household -
children, students, as well as persons treated in
hospitals, sanatoria and other health establishments.

Persons who have left the household and have
formed a new household and those who have left
for an institutional household are not considered
members of the initial household.

Institutional households are not studied by the
household budgets survey.

The general population from which the
sample for the survey is formed comprises all the
households in the country.

When forming the sample a two stage random
sampling on a territorial principle is implemented
as follows:

® For the first stage the census enumeration
districts (clusters) are selected;

m At the second stage the households to be
surveyed are identified.

From 1984 to 1993 the sample for the study of
household budgets included 2 508 households in
418 clusters, of which 270 in urban and 148 in rural
settlements. As of 1.07.1994 the size of the sample
was increased by another 3 600 households. From
1995 to July 1997 the size of the sample was 6 000
households selected from 1 000 clusters, of which 676
in the towns and 324 in the villages. As of 1.08.1997
the number of the observed households was reduced
to 3 000 and remained the same during 1998 and
1999. As of the beginning of 2000 the sample size was
enlarged to 6 000 households. As of 1.02.2002 the
number of the surveyed households is 4 200, since
1.08.2002 - 3 000 and since 2010 - 3 060 per quarter.

Main variables

The total income of households includes all
monetary income and that in kind irrespective of
their sources.

The cash income of households comprises
all monetary receipts from wages and salaries,
individual economic activity, property, sales of
agricultural products, animals and other property,
unemployment benefits, sick and birth payments,
other benefits, scholarships, pensions, family
allowances, insurance, gratuitously received money
from relatives and friends.

The income in kind of households comprises
the value of food and non-food products, obtained
from the household plots, agricultural enterprises,
friends and relatives as well as the value of the
increase of animals.

The evaluation of the income in kind is based
on retail prices.

The total expenditure of the households
includes all monetary and in kind expenditure on
food and non-food goods and services made during
the year.

The income, expenditure and consumption of
households are represented by income decile groups,
i.e. ten groups including equal number of persons
in an ascending range by the personal income per
capita (Tables 3, 8 and 12).

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VII. NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

National accounts data are compiled according
to the internationally accepted methodological
guidelines ‘System of National Accounts, 2008’
(SNA 2008), a joint issue of UN, OECD, Eurostat,
IMF and the World Bank and ‘European system of
accounts, 2010’ (ESA 2010), an issue of Eurostat.
The tables present the structural components of the
gross domestic product (GDP) by the production,
the expenditure and the income approach.

The data are presented according to NACE
Rev. 2.

The data for 2011 - 2015 period are based
on exhaustive annual accounting, statistical and
administrative information.

The production approach shows the
contribution of the economy’s activities and sectors
in GDP, measured by gross value added generated
by all resident institutional units. Gross value added
is a balancing item and it is calculated as a difference
between the gross output and the intermediate
consumption. According to its designation gross
output consists of market output, output produced
for own final use and other non-market output.
Gross output and respectively gross value added
are estimated at basic prices, excluding taxes on
products but including subsidies on products.
Intermediate consumption includes inputs made
in the production process and purchased external
services. It is valued at purchasers’ prices.

Gross domestic product by the production
approach is obtained as follows:

(+) Gross value added at basic prices: total for
the economy

(+) Adjustments

= Gross domestic product at market prices.

The data presented in Tables 1 and 2 are
grouped in conformity with the economic sector
allocation. In Tables 3, 4 and 5 data are grouped by
economic sector, activity allocation (A21).

The structure and growth rates of GDP
components by the expenditure approach are
presented in Table 6 ‘GDP by final consumption
expenditure’. The final use of GDP includes the
following categories: individual and collective final
consumption expenditures on goods and services,
gross fixed capital formation, changes in inventories
and net exports of goods and services.

Data on individual consumption include the
following:

® household final consumption expenditure -
the purchases of goods and services for final use;
the value of consumed own produced goods; the
imputed rent of owner occupied dwellings;

® final consumption expenditure of non-
profit institutions serving households (NPISHs) -
the expenditure of trade unions, religious and other
NPISHs rendering goods and services to households
for free or at economically insignificant prices;

B government final consumption expenditures
on individual goods and services - the expenditures
incurred by the State budget aiming to provide
individual services such as education, culture, arts,
and health to households for free or at economically
insignificant prices.

Since 1996 individual consumption of
households has been calculated according to the
internationally accepted national concept in respect
to final consumption expenditure of foreign tourists
in the country and of residents abroad. According
to the national concept monetary expenditure
of foreign tourists are recorded in the balance of
payments revenues side as exports of goods and

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services and the monetary expenditure of residents
abroad are recorded in the balance of payments
expenditure side as imports of goods and services.
The application of this methodological principle
does not change the GDP level as it influences both
final consumption expenditure and net exports of
goods and services.

Collective consumption is measured by the
expenditure incurred by General government
for providing services to society as a whole -
maintenance of settlements, science, government
administration, defense, security.

Gross fixed capital formation consists of
resident producers’ acquisitions, less disposals,
of fixed assets during a given period plus certain
additions to the value of non-produced assets
realised by the productive activity of producer or
institutional units. Gross fixed capital formation
consists of both positive and negative values. Positiv
values are: new of existing fixed assets purchased;
fixed assets produced and retained for producers’
own use; new or existing fixed assets acquired
through barter, received as capital transfers in
kind, acquired by the user under a financial lease;
major improvements to fixed assets and existing
historic monuments; natural growth of those
natural assets that yield repeat products. Negative
values, i.e. disposals of fixed assets recorded as
negative acquisitions, are: existing fixed assets
sold, surrendered in barter; surrendered as capital
tranfers in kind.

The evaluation of gross capital formation
is calculated by adding to GFCF the changes in
inventories of raw materials, work-in-progress,
tinished goods, goods for resale, young animals and
animals for fattening, aquisition less disposals of
valuables.

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Net exports of goods and services are measured
by the difference between exports and imports of
goods and services. Exports and imports are valued
FOB.

GDP by income approach is compiled in
parallel with the production approach and it shows
the generation of primary incomes of all resident
economic units. The generated Gross value added
at basic prices as a resource is accounted for either
compensation of employees and taxes on production
and imports. After subsidies on production are
taken into account, the balancing item left is
gross operating surplus/mixed income. The GDP
components by income approach grouped by
activities and in conformity with economic sector
allocation are presented in Table 7 ‘Generation
of income account. Compensation of employees
includes the total remuneration payable by an
enterprise to an employee in return for work done
by the latter:

® wages and salaries in cash and in kind
(remuneration of employees);

® employers social contributions (actual and
imputed), health insurance and contributions to
Unemployment Fund.

Other taxes on production net represent
unrequited payments of employers to the state
budget less subsidies granted by the state budget to
economic units.

Gross operating surplus/mixed income is a
measure of the surplus accruing from production
process. In the case of unincorporated enterprises
owned by households, the balancing item is called
‘mixed income’ and contains an unknown element
of remuneration of work done by the owner of the
enterprise or other members of the same household,
as well as the surplus. The item could be presented
in gross or in net terms regarding the consumption
of fixed capital (amortization).

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VIII. PRICES

The consumer price index (CPI) measures the
total relative price change of goods and services used
by households for final personal (non-production)
consumption. It is defined as a ‘pure price change’
index. The total consumer price index summarizes
the individual price indices of observed goods and
services. It is accepted as measure of inflation in the
Republic of Bulgaria.

Calculation of consumer price indices is based
on data from the monthly statistical survey of
consumer prices.

Object, scope and unit of the survey

Consumer prices i.e. prices of goods and
services used by the population for final personal
(non-production) consumption, are objects of the
survey. Specifically, prices of goods and services
included in the so called ‘consumer basket’ are
observed.

CPI coverage has a number of aspects:

® Concerning goods and services included in
CPI, the prices of goods and services included in
the consumer basket are collected. In 2016 it covers
701 goods and services;

B Geographical coverage - the 27 regional
centres on the territory of the country, where the
prices are collected are observed;

® Points of observation - prices are collected
from a sample of shops, restaurants, cafes and etc.
in the settlements included in the geographical
coverage. Points of observation for 2016 are more
than 6 300;

®  Concerning the population CPI is
calculated on the basis of the consumption pattern
of households included in the Household Budget
Survey (HBS).

The units of the survey are single goods or
services, the price of which is collected in a particular
point of observation.

for 2015. The HFMCE covered by consumer price
index amount to 83.1% of 2015 annual household
monetary expenditure observed by HBS.

The aggregate index numbers by group are
presented both as index numbers of consumer
groups, reflecting the average change in prices
of a given category of commodities and as index
numbers of main commodity groups: ‘Foods,
‘Non-foods’ and ‘Services.

Since 1999 the NSI has applied an improved
methodology for constructing and calculating
the consumer price index according to Eurostat
requirements and IMF recommendations. In order
to ensure a comparable index series, monthly
consumer price indices are revised for the period
from January 1995 to December 2000.

Sources of information

Prices of consumer goods and services are
recorded from 1°* to 28" date of each month in the so-
called ‘collector’s diaryor by electronic devices. Data
are entered into a computer at the Regional Statistical
Offices using the on-line system ‘Consumer prices’
and further processed by Consumer Prices, hausing
prices and PPP Division of NSI.

International classifications used

Classification of Individual Consumption by
Purpose elaborated for the purpose of Harmonized
Indices of Consumer Prices (COICOP/HICP) is used
for calculation of the National CPI.

Harmonized index of consumer prices is a
comparable inflation measure of EU Member States.
Itis one of the criteria of price stability and for joining
of Bulgaria to the Euro-zone.

HICP as well as CPI measures the total relative
price change of goods and services. Both indices are
calculated using common consumer basket of goods
and services and common prices, but they are differed

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in using weights. HICP is calculated with weights
that are the percentage by goods’ groups of individual
and collective consumption of all households
(including institutional and foreign households) on
the economic territory of the country.

National accounts (NA) are the main source
of data for construction of the HICP weights at the
highest levels of aggregation. Data from household
budget survey (HBS) is used for construction of the
weights at the lower levels of aggregation, where the
information from NA is not available. Preliminary
NA data for 2014 in combination with HBS data for
2015 are used as weights for calculation of the HICP
in 2016. Weights are price-updated to December
2015 for ensuring of the common base period of the
index.

In compliance with Regulation (EC) No. 2015/2010
since January 2016 the base year for HICP has been
changed and the all indices have been calculated and
published at 2015 as a base year. The time series have
been recalculated according to the new base year and
have been posted on the NSI website (www.nsi.bg).

The surveys in agriculture are conducted in
compliance with main requirements of the Eurostat
methodology of the agricultural prices (Handbook
for Agricultural Price Statistics). Thus, harmonization
with the practice in the European Union in the
domain of agricultural price statistics and the indices
in agriculture was achieved.

Producer prices in the agriculture

This is a quarterly sample survey.

The observed wunits are the agricultural
producers which production is entirely intended
for sale on the market or contracted by processing
companies.

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Within the survey the producer price of the
respective defined product is observed. This is the
price of the biggest in quantity sale/purchase in the
respective month of the observed period. For daily
sales/purchases the price at the middle of the month
is considered.

Producer price by definition represents the
farm gate price, which means the expenditures on
the delivery, storage, transport and s.o., related to
the sale/purchasing of the agricultural products
are not included. This price does not include also
subsidies on the products (if there are some), VAT
and other payable taxes.

On the base of collected data, indices of the
producer prices in agriculture to base 2010 = 100
and previous year = 100 are calculated.

Prices of goods and services currently consumed
in agriculture

Five surveys on prices of the fertilizers,
feeding stuffs, plant protection products, veterinary
products and seeds and planting stocks are carried
out.

The surveys on the prices are sample surveys
and carried out on quarterly base.

The observed wunits are the agricultural
producers, which buy goods and services currently
consumed in agriculture.

Within the surveys a purchase prices of the
observed goods and services currently consumed in
agriculture are collected.

By definition the observed price is the price
which the buyer actually pays for the goods and
services currently consumed in agriculture. This
price includes the payable taxes and leaves but does
not include the subsidies and deductible VAT.

On the base of collected data within the five
surveys and within the others conducted by the
NSI as well, an aggregated indices of the prices
of the goods and services currently consumed
in agriculture (intermediate consumption) used
in agriculture to base 2010 = 100 and previous
year = 100 are calculated.

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Price indices of goods and services contributing
to agricultural investment

To calculate the price indices of goods and
services contributing to agricultural investment is
using as a base (100) the year 2010, as well as the
preceding year:

- Quarterly indices for import of agricultural
machinery and transport equipment from the
department ‘Foreign trade statistics’;

- Monthly indices in building construction
from the department ‘Structural business statistics’.

Total index of goods and services in agriculture

The total index is calculated based on the prices
indices of goods and services currently consumed in
agriculture and price indices of goods and services
contributing to agricultural investment.

Producer price indices on the domestic market
in industry

Producer price index (PPI) is one of the main
short-term business indicators; it is regarded as one
of the important measures of the economic situation
in the country. Indices for particular economic
activity measure the average change in the prices of
industrial products, which are produced and sold
by Bulgarian enterprises. This is done on the bases
of constant sample of groups of products, produced
by the activity and sold on the domestic market
or directly exported on non-domestic market and
that sample is representative for total industrial
production.

Surveyed prices do not include VAT (value
added tax), excises and Producer subsidies.

The survey is conducted and Producer price
indices are calculated following the methodology
developed in accordance with IMF and Eurostat
recommendations, where the surveyed price
is defined as net revenue, received by a certain
enterprise for a certain product, sold at a certain
day of the month. According to the methodology
prices of particular specific products with identical
quality are compared in both periods, and prices
are corrected in case of change in quality of the
products.

After
specification’s price collection from the enterprises,
elementary indices (price relatives) are calculated
for each specification (price relative - specification
price in the current month divided by average price
of that specification in the base year). After that
price relatives are weighted with sales structure in
the base year.

Producer price indices at different levels
of aggregation are calculated from successive
aggregations in which each level of aggregation uses
the arithmetic mean of indices at the level below,
duly weighted with turnover structure in the base
year following the structure of the NACE.BG 2008.

Data in the ‘Finance’ chapter are systematized
in eleven sub-chapters: Government Finance,
Finance of Enterprises in the Non-financial Sector,
Credit Institutions, Money and Credits, Balance of
Payments and External Debt, Insurance, Pension
Companies, Pension Funds, Investment Enterprises,
Associations and Foundations.

The ‘Government Finance’ subchapter is
worked out on the basis of data received from the
Ministry of Finance.

The Consolidated Fiscal Program presents
data on a cash basis for the budgetary sector and
covers the state budget, the social security budget
and the budgets of the state universities, Bulgarian
Academy of Sciences, Bulgarian National Television,
Bulgarian National Radio, Bulgarian Telegraph
Agency, the budgetary organizations in accordance
with paragraph 4 of article 13 of the Public Finance
Act, budgets of municipalities, as well as EU
funds accounts, accounts for funds from other
international programs and suspense accounts of
ministries, agencies and municipalities.

The State Budget includes the Central Budget,
the budgets of government bodies - ministries and
agencies, the budgets of the National Assembly,
judicial authorities and the National Audit Office.

The ‘Finance of Enterprises in the Non-
financial Sector’ subchapter contains data collected
by National Statistical Institute, based on the annual
accounting reports. Data are obtained from non-
financial enterprises in the public and private
sectors.

The number of enterprises as of 31.12. (Table 5)
includes only enterprises in the non-financial
institutional sector with double entry accounting.

The ‘Credit Institutions’ subchapter is worked
out on the basis of information obtained from the
Bulgarian National Bank (BNB).

The ‘Money and Credits’ subchapter is worked
out on the basis of information obtained from the BNB.

‘Money supply’ (Table 11) comprises liabilities
with money character of monetary financial
institutions (MFIs) to the resident sectors with
exception of the liabilities to the Central government
sector and the Monetary financial institutions sector.

Narrow money - monetary aggregate MI,
includes the most liquid instruments used in
settlements (currency outside MFIs and overnight
deposits in national and foreign currency).

The ‘Currency outside Monetary financial
institutions’ indicator represents the difference
between currency in circulation and other MFIs’
cash in BGN.

Overnight deposits include deposits without
agreed maturity and which are immediately
convertible into currency or transferable on
demand through banker’s order or by cheque
without significant restrictions or penalties. One-
day deposits are also included.

The M2 monetary aggregate comprises quasi-
money and the M1 monetary aggregate. Quasi-
money consist of deposits with agreed maturity up
to two years and deposits redeemable at notice (incl.
savings deposits) up to three months.

Deposits with agreed maturity are not
immediately available as they have an agreed term
prior to withdrawal. These deposits cannot be used
in settlements and are not convertible into currency
without any significant restrictions or penalties.
Received loans are also included under this category.

Deposits redeemable at notice include savings
deposits and other deposits redeemable at notice.
Savings deposits are non-transferable deposits
without specified maturity used for safekeeping of
funds of households against issuance of a personal
savings book or analogous document. These include
deposits on house purchase, children’s deposits
and other deposits. Other deposits redeemable
at notice are non-transferable deposits without
specified maturity which cannot be converted into
cash without any notice. Their conversion into cash
is not possible or they can be converted into cash
prior to the term of the notice but by imposing a
sanction. Non-transferable deposits with specified
maturity which can be converted into cash prior to
maturity only at notice are also included here.

commonly referred to as money supply (broad
money). Marketable instruments consist of repos,
money market funds shares/units and debt securities
issued up to two years.

The ‘Balance of Payments and External Debt’
subchapter is based on data obtained from BNB.
The published data in ‘Balance of Payments of
Bulgaria’® (Table 15) are given according to the
standard presentation of the balance of payments
in accordance with the sixth edition of the
International Monetary Fund ‘Balance of Payments
and International Investment Position Manual’

In table ‘Gross external debt by Institutional
Sectors as of 31.12] (Table 16) are presented long-
term and short-term liabilities of the state.

The ‘Insurance, ‘Pension Companies and
‘Investment Enterprises’ subchapters are worked
out on the basis of data collected by the National
Statistical Institute. Object of the survey are the
licensed insurance enterprises, health assurance
companies, pension companies, autonomous
pension funds and investment enterprises. Due to
changes in legislation, in 2013 part of the health
assurance companies were re-licensed as insurance
companies, changed by takeover into insurance
companies or in procedure of liquidation.

The ‘Associations and Foundations’ subchapter
is worked out on the basis of data collected by the
National Statistical Institute. Object of the survey
are business organizations and organizations of
employers, professional and art unions, associations
of cooperative organizations, trade unions and
other membership organizations.

Sources of information for the annual surveys
are the annual forms presented in the NSI by the
units under the survey.

The applied classification is the National
Classification of Economic Activities (NACE.BG
2008).

Geographical distribution of the data on
exports is presented by countries of destination of
the goods, while for the imports is presented by
country of consignment of the goods. The names
of the countries and territories are according to
Regulation (EC) No. 1833/2006 on Nomenclature
of countries and territories for the external trade
statistics of the Community and statistics of trade
between Member States.

The criterion to refer the foreign trade
transactions to a reference period are the date
of issuing of a SAD from the Customs officials
and reference month for submitting of Intrastat
declarations.

The chapter comprises data characterizing
energy flows.

The overall energy balance is worked out in
accordance with Eurostat principles and methods
and is presented in three matrices:

B primary energy matrix, comprising
primary energy production, import, export and
stock changes;

B converted energy matrix - representing the
tuel input for the production of other types of fuel/
energy and the transformation output of types of
fuel/energy;

® final energy consumption matrix - comprising
fuel/energy used for final energy or non-energy
consumption.

The overall energy balance is based on regular
yearly statistical surveys data about:

B electricity and heat production;

B fuel and energy consumption;

B balance of energy-transformation processes.

Data are obtained from the balance sheets for
fuel/energy and foreign trade statistics.

Primary energy is the energy obtained from
nature i.e. energy that has not been transformed,
such as coal, crude oil, natural gas, firewood, nuclear
energy, hydro power, geothermal energy, wind
energy, solar energy.

Recovered products are the quantities of
recovered or recycled products.

Stock change is the difference between the
opening stock levels and closing stock levels on
national territory held by producers, large imports
and exports traders and consumers.

Marine bunkers are the quantities of fuels
delivered to ships of all flags.

Gross inland consumption is the quantity of
energy consumed within the borders of the country.
It is calculated using the following formula: primary
production + recovered products + imports -
exports - marine bunkers + stock changes.

Transformation input are fuels used for
production of secondary energy commodities.

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Transformation output are the secondary
commodity quantities shown as output from different
transformation processes: production of electricity
and heat, briquetting, coke and blast furnace,
production of petroleum products.

Consumption of the energy branch represents
the quantities of energy commodities consumed
within the energy enterprises supporting their
main activities of extraction, transformation,
transportation and distribution.

Available for final consumption is the energy,
available for final use from which other energy
products are not produced. It is calculated by the
formula: Gross inland consumption - Transformation
input + Transformation output + Exchanges and
transfers, returns - Consumption of the energy
branch - Distribution losses.

Final consumption is the actually fuels used for
non-energy and energy purposes.

Statistical difference is the difference between
Available for final consumption and Final (non-
energy and energy) consumption.

The total heat production of Main activity
producer plants and the produced heat sold to third
parties by Autoproducer plants are reported in the
energy balance.

The quantities of fuel consumed in the
Autoproducer plants for the production of heat, used
for inner plants’ activities, are reported as final energy
consumption by the relevant sector of economic
activity.

Petroleum products used for transport activities,
regardless of the activity sector (including households
consumption), are reported as final consumption in
the Transport sector.

The geothermal energy is reported as heat used
from geothermal sources.

Hydro, wind and solar energy are the quantities
of electricity generated from the relevant renewable
sources.

Nuclear energy is heat released from the reactors.
