Growth rate of labour productivity per hour worked

The indicator “Gross domestic product per hour worked” aims to give an overall expression of the national economy’s productivity and of its competitiveness.

Labour productivity is an important measure of economic performance. All estimates of the growth rates of labour productivity are made according to the statistics of national accounts conventions to ensure that the individual sectors can be compared.

In the period 2001 - 2015 the labour productivity per hour worked annually increased on average by 3.1%. The lowest growth rate of labour productivity was registered in 2009  and the highest rate was observed in 2002 (5.7%).
