Relative share of overweight people
Higher body mass is a predisposition to various diseases. This refers to diseases of the circulatory system, diabetes mellitus type 2, etc. Obesity is an increasing problem for public health and it can be effectively influenced.
The indicator is defined as a percentage of overweight people. Overweight people are those with a body mass index (BMI) greater than or equal to 25. This includes people who are severely overweight (“obese”), having a BMI greater than or equal to 30.
The body mass index is a measure of the body fat content and is calculated as a ratio between the weight measured in kilograms, and the square of the height measured in meters.
The results from the 2014 survey indicate that with overweight, including obesity are 62.2% of male and 46.8% of female aged 18 and over. 
The age of persons determined the prevalence of the overweight. Significant are the differences between men and women with overweight in young ages. With increasing the age the difference between the gender reduced and among the adult population aged 65 and over shares of those overweight are almost equal.
