
Share of electrical transport in urban public transport

Air pollution from transportation is a major problem especially in urban areas where the movement of road vehicles is concentrated. This indicator may be used to promote the sustainable transport in settlements and as a basis for policy actions shifted towards the use of less environmentally damaging models in urban public transport.

For the period 2000 - 2015 the electrical transport share of the volume of public transport increased from 17.8% in the beginning of the period to 24.0% in 2015. The relative increase was due to decrease of the urban transport carried out by buses. The highest share of the urban transport volume, from the enterprises performing urban electrical transport (trams, trolleys, metro) have the carriages by metro - 11.9%, followed by the carriages by trolleys - 7.2% and trams - 4.8%.
