
Participation rate of the population aged 7 - 15 years in compulsory еducation
Participation rate of the population in compulsory education, which in Bulgaria is until the age of 16, is statistically estimated by the net enrolment rate. 
In 2015 the lowest value of this indicator was observed since 2000 – 93.4%. There was a decline of 1.5 percentage points compared to the last year, and compared to 2002, when the values of the indicator had been highest for the observed period, a decline of 5.3 percentage points.  

The decrease of the indicator value is mostly due to early school-leaving, which negatively affects the educational attainment of the population and the human capital potential.
