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Life expectancy at age 65, by gender
The indicator reflects the degree of improvement of living conditions, especially of those related to wealth, housing, nutrition and health of the population. Although increased life expectancy is considered a main goal it challenges the public finances, the health care system and the provision of adequate care for the elderly.
Life expectancy at age 65 is 16.0  years in 2015. The respective values for male  and female  are 14.1 and 17.5 years.  In the period between 2005 and 2015, the life expectancy at age 65 increased  by 1.4 years – 1.0 for male and 1.2 years for female .
