Unit of measurement:

	The indicator represents the average number of children (boys and girls) that a woman would  ever deliver during her entire childbearing age (15 to 49 years) if the age-specific fertility rates remain the same as during the reporting year. This rate is therefore the completed fertility of a hypothetical generation and is calculated as a sum of the age-specific fertility rates during the respective year. The total fertility rate  indicates the fertility necessary for the reproduction of population.

	2. Purpose and relevance of the indicator


	The total fertility rate is a basic indicator  for assessment of the fertility. The indicator  is not influenced by the age structure of a population, i.e. of the number of women  at certain age, and is therefore particularly useful for international comparisons or for comparisons over time. Future population size as well as age distribution within that population are to a very large extent determined by the total fertility rate .
