	One of the objectives of the Sustainable Development Strategy is to ‘contribute to improving international environmental governance and to strengthening multilateral environmental agreements’. Over time, a range of environmental measures that aim to improve and protect the global environment have been implemented. CO2 emissions per inhabitant is one of the indicators for monitoring the achievements on Millennium Development Goal 7 (ensure environmental sustainability). For EU Member States, this indicator is compiled using the data on CO2 emissions (excluding land use change and forestry) provided in the official submission of the European Commission to the UNFCCC.

Per capita emissions are calculated using Eurostat population statistics.
