METHODOLOGICAL NOTES

I. Main definitions

Periodicity - Continuous survey with a
quarterly output.

Reference period - Calendar week.

Labour force (Current economically active
population) - Persons of 15 years of age and over,
who furnish the supply of labour for the production
of goods and services. The labour force comprises
employed and unemployed persons.

Employed - Persons of 15 years of age and over
who during the reference period:

® performed some work for at least one hour
for pay in cash or in kind or other income;

® did not work but had a job or an enterprise,
a business from which they were temporarily absent
due to leave, illness, full-paid maternity leave, bad
weather, strikes or other reasons.

Persons on unpaid leave initiated by the
employer are considered employed if the duration
of this leave does not exceed three months.

Employed are persons who are on paid
employment (paid in cash or in kind); persons
who operate their own enterprise, business, farm
or perform independent work for profit; persons
working without pay in an enterprise owned by a
relative of the same household.

Unemployed - Persons aged 15 to 74 who
did not work at all during the reference period,
were actively seeking work within the preceding
four weeks, including the reference period and
were available to start working within two weeks
following the reference period.

Persons doing compulsory military service
during the reference period are not distributed by
labour status.

Discouraged persons - Persons of 15 years
of age and over who want to work but who are not
seeking a job, because do not believe they will find
one.

Analytical indicators of labour status:

Activity rate - ratio between economically
active population (labour force) and the total
population of the same age.

Employment rate - employed population
related to the total population of the same age.

Unemployment rate - ratio between
unemployed persons and the labour force.

Regular education - Education provided in
schools, colleges, universities, specialised higher
schools and other educational institutions, based on
preliminary approved educational programmes and
learning time (school classes) irrespective of the
type of education - regular or distance.

Non-formal education - Education, organised
as a course, conference, seminar, post-graduate
qualification, private lessons etc. irrespectively
whether they are connected to present or future job
or are of general interest.

Level of education. Data on economically
active persons, employed and unemployed persons
by level of education are presented in accordance
with the International Standard Classification of
Education - Revision 1997 (ISCED - 97) in groups
as follows:

Working time. Distinction between full-
time and part-time work is made according to
the subjective declaration of the respondents.

Il. Sample, estimation procedure and
stochastic reliability of data

Sample design

The sample used for the Labour Force Survey
includes 19 504 households quarterly. It is a two-
stage stratified cluster sample. It is designed by
regions, separately for urban and rural population.
The clusters on the first stage are the enumeration
districts and on the second - households. With
probability proportional to the size of districts
population 2 438 enumeration districts are chosen,
within which 8 households are systematically
selected. This scheme of constant number of
households selected in each second stage cluster
ensures an equal burden of interviewers.

According to the rotation scheme, 1/2 of
households (4 for each enumeration districts) stays
in two consecutive observations.

Imputation for missing values on some variables
as economic activity, occupation, professional status
and duration of unemployment has been made,
using statistical methods. The rate of imputed values
per variable does not exceed 0.2%.

Estimation procedure

The current demographic data as of 31
December 2009 for the total population are used for
weighting and adjustment of the results of the Labour
Force Survey carried out in 2010. Each quarter
data obtained by the survey are post-stratified by
28 districts, urban/rural areas, sex and age groups
(0 - 14, 15 - 24, 25 - 49 and 50 and over). All units
(persons) in each post-stratum (of total 448 strata)
have the same weight (w). The weight is calculated
by dividing the population in each post-stratum
by the number of interviewed persons in the same
post-stratum.

Stochastic reliability of data

Due to the sampling approach used in the
labour force survey, the estimation of the parameters
obtained from the labour force survey could vary
from those in the population. Standard errors,
coefficients of variation and confidence intervals
are calculated for assessment of stochastic reliability
of the estimation for main indicators.
