Yearbook of the Republic of Bulgaria 1997’ which affords to users from the country and abroad rich information on
demographic, economic and social development of the country for the period 1992-1996.

The issue is designed as a convenient statistical reference book with introductory methodological
notes at the beginning of each chapter. _

The issue contains data by main macroeconomic indicators for the national economy total and by
branches of the material and non-material sphere according to the ‘Classification of Branches of National Economy
1986’ (CBNE ’86).

Since the beginning of 1997, the National Statistical Institute is implementing National Classification of
Economic Activity (NCEA), based on the Statistical Classification of Economic Activity in EC (NACE Rev. 1).
A new chapter ‘Main Indicators about Development of the Economy by NCEA’ containing information for 1996 is
included. Statistical data are summarized by sections (Nomenclature B-16) and by branches (Nomenclature V-40).
The groupings are not hierarchical levels in the ‘National Classification of Economic Activity’ (NCEA), in this
reason they are not compatible with the categories in ‘Classification of Branches of National Economy 1986’
(CBNE ’86).

Special attention is paid to the development of the private sector, as well as the agrarian reform and the
privatization in the country.

Separate chapters present information about districts of the Republic of Bulgaria in 1996 and data on
other countries from the world, which gives the opportunity for comparative analyses in regional and international
aspects.

The issue compounds information from periodic statistical observations and researches of the NSI, as
well as data delivered by ministries and organizations.

The National Statistical Institute would like to express most sincere appreciation to the persons and
institutions who contributed for the current Statistical Yearbook and would welcome all suggestions and comments
ofthe Bulgarian and foreign users of the issue who would help to improve the future editions.

I. TERRITORY, AREA AND CLIMATE

The data on territory of the Republic of Bulgaria are
taken from the National Cadastre Centre attached to the
Ministry for Regional Development and Public Works.

The information on geographical coordinates, fron-
tiers, mountains and their major peaks, major rivers and
lakes are obtained from the Institute of Cartography.

The data on main meteorological stations and other
meteorological information is taken from the National Hy-
drometeorological Institute at the Bulgarian Academy of
Sciences.

The territory of Bulgaria comprises:

1. The square surface withinthe land frontiers, coast
line and frontier riverbanks - land area.

2. The square surface of the frontier sea and river
islands.

3. The square surface of the territorial waters of fron-
tier rivers.

The difference between data on territory and length
of boundary lines published in this Yearbook and those
published in Statistical Yearbook - 1944 is due to the
changes of boundary lines and using maps of different
scale.

The new methods used as a basis of calculation
causes the difference in data on territory in comparison
with those published in Statistical Yearbook - 1986.

The length of the rivers Maritsa, Strouma, Arda,
Toundzha and Mesta is within the territory of Bulgaria.

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Il. ENVIRONMENT

The survey of tangible fixed assets designed for the
environment includes equipment and installations
necessary for the protection and restoration of the
environment by destination (for water resources, air, land,
refuse processing, noise protection), monitoring and control.

Data on tangible fixed assets are published at
accounting value and constitute a part of the total tangible
fixed assets in the country.

The survey includes firms, firm establishments,
municipalities, research institutes, ministries and other which
made expenditures on protection and restoration of the
environment. Expenditures of the National and Municipal
Funds for protection of the environment are included as well.

The expenditures on protection and restoration of
the environment include:

- expenditures on acquisition of tangible and
intangible fixed assets designed for the environment;

- expenditures on maintenance and exploitation
of tangible fixed assets designed for the environment.

These expenditures do not include sums paid out
for environmental fines and sanctions.

The expenditures on acquisition of tangible fixed
assets with environmentally designation constitute a part
of the total expenditures on acquisition of tangible fixed
assets in the country. The expenditures on acquisition of
tangible and intangible fixed assets include the outlays
invested in construction, modernization and expansion
of existing tangible fixed assets designed for the
environment, as well as those for licences, patents, know-
how, expenditure on acquisition of monitoring and control
equipment and others.

The expenditures on maintenance of tangible fixed
assets with environmentally designation and the imple-
mentation of measures to protect and restore the environ-
mentinclude expenditures on exploitation and maintenan-
ce of tangible fixed assets designed for the environment,
activities not associated with the use of tangible fixed
assets of ecological destination: recultivation, chemical
amelioration, biological and integrated plant protection,
afforestation and planting, protection of the landscape
(incl. protected natural scenery), exploitation and main-
tenance of monitoring and control equipment.

The tangible fixed assets designed for the en-
vironment do not include the equipment for preserving air
purity and noise and vibration reduction at the work place,
i.e. these intended for labour force protection.

The methods applied in data collection for both -
tangible fixed assets designed for the environment and

expenditure on their acquisition and maintenance are in
accordance with the requirements for their accounting
following the Bookkeeping Law and the National Book-
keeping Scheme.

The main notions used in the survey of water con-
sumption are based on the methodology recommen-
ded by the UNO Economic Commission for Europe.

The survey covers all economic units which are
supplied with more than 36000 m? water annually (excl.
HPP and NPP). In the waste waters survey are included
firms managing the public sewerage network.

Self supply of water is the activity of using surface
water, subsoil water and water from other sources for
final consumption.

Surface waters are those which assemble or run
on the earth surface: rivers, brooks, streams, lakes, etc.,
as well as artificial lakes and dams. The indicator
‘Supplied water’ includes the water from the dam lake
delivered by firm ‘lrrigation System’.

Subsoil waters are the waters contained in
underground formations which can be extracted. These
are all permanent or temporary water resources (natural
or artificial), existing in underground layers. This indicator
includes free-water-level aquifers as well as deep aquifers
in fractured porous rocks.

The category ‘Other water sources’ comprises the
sea, rain waters, constant accumulations of water and
others.

Supplied water is the water obtained from the
community network or other water supplying system.

The total water consumed is a sum of the
consumed fresh water and the recycled water.

Fresh water is that water which is not used before.

The recycled water is the amount of water that
would be necessary inthe absence of circulating systems
with closed and semi-closed cycle. The recycled water
of the thermal electric power plants includes the
condensed water returned as well as the circuit of water
in the circulation cycle. The water circulating in the heat
conveying network is not included.

Potable water is that whose qualities meet the
sanitary requirements for potable water supply to
inhabited places and to industrial enterprises.

Irretrievably consumed water is the water included
in production, which is evaporated or for other reasons
cannot be returned to the water reservoir or reused.

The transportation losses of water from the water
source to consumers’ place are not included.
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Cooling water is the water used to absorb and
remove the heat.

Waste waters are those resulting from a given
activity and no longer fit to the purposes for which they
were intended.

Untreated waters include polluted waters and
waters which do not need purification according to the
settled standards.

Treated are waste waters treated by local
equipments (acting independently) or by treatment plants.

Three large categories of processing are differen-
tiated: mechanical, biological and other methods. The
volume of waters undergoing several kinds of processing
is recorded once - only at the final stage of purification.

Biological treatment includes processes in which
the waste waters are purified by aerobic and anaerobic
microorganisms which result is formation of sediments,
containing microbe mass of contaminants. The processes
of biological treatment are used also in conjunction with
mechanical and other methods of purification.

Other methods are all single operations, not
considered mechanical or biological: chemical
coagulation, fluctuation and sedimentation, chlorinate to
critical point, absorption with activated carbon,
ultrafiltration, electrofloatation, selective ion exchange,
reverse osmosis and others.

Source of data on the control and prevention of
the pollution of Black Sea waters and the river of Danube
is the State Inspection of Shipping and departments and
firms which perform purification of waters.

The table of the emissions of contaminants in
atmosphere is based on information from National
Statistical Institute (NSI) and National Centre of En-
vironment at the Ministry of Environment and Waters.

Data by industrial regions refer to industrial
combustible and production processes only.

Inthe indicator ‘Other sources’ are included data
for contaminants from road transport, agricultural activities
and households.

The methods of NSI and Ministry of Environment
and Waters following the recommendations of the
European Community are used in the collection of primary
information and estimation of contaminant emissions. The
air pollution is estimated on the basis of the following
indicators: consumed fuels, thermoproducing capacity,
quantity of output and raw materials, as well as emission
factors of the respective contaminants.

The National Centre of Hygiene and Medical
Ecology supplies data on noise pollution.

The survey of industrial waste without harmful
contaminants is based on specifical nomenclature which
contains 82 kind of waste. Data on industrial waste without
harmful contaminants refer to the quantities of substances,
products and raw materials which cannot be used in
production and cannot be sold.

The recycled (restored) and sold industrial waste
are not included in the category ‘Generated waste’.

The Ministry of Environment and Waters supplies
the data on protected national scenery.

lll. POPULATION

Data on demographic characteristics of the
population are based on results of the regular population
censuses and intercensal estimates obtained from the
current demographic statistics using figures of natural
and migration increase.

Until 1964 data refer to the present-in-area
population, but since 1965 - to the resident population.

Resident population includes:

- permanent residents of Bulgaria who live in the
country on the reference census date or at the end of the
year (present-in-area population);

- permanent residents of Bulgaria absent from the
country for less than one year since the reference census
date (temporarily absent population) .

Present-in-area population includes:

- permanent present-in-area population

- persons, who have lived abroad, but are in Bulgaria
on the reference census date (temporarily present-in-
area population).

The number of the population for the intercensal
years until 1946 is calculated on the assumption that it
has increased in geometrical progression and the
following formula is applied:

where S, - the number of the population as of the

preceding census date, S1 and St - the number of the
population respectively at the beginning and at the end
of the reference period and n - number of intercensal
years.

Since 1947 until 1956 the population had been
calculated on the basis of the population enumerated in
1946 and 1956 censuses using figures of natural and

migration increase and an adjustment coefficient of the
increase in the intercensal period (1946 - 1956). For that
purpose the following formula was used:

where S, - the number of the population as of a fixed date
after the year of the preceding census; Dot - natural and
migration increase of the population as of the year t; S, -

S, - population growth between the two censuses
obtained as a difference of the population enumerated in
the two censuses; DoT - population growth between the
two censuses calculated by the natural and migration
increase; T - number of intercensal years.

The adjustment coefficient is applied only to the
natural increase and the registered migration is taken
into consideration annually when the total of the
population is recalculated.

Since 1956 until 1965 the population had been
calculated on the basis of the population enumerated in
1956 using figures of natural and migration increase
without an adjustment coefficient.

The number of population for the years after 1964 is
calculated as follows:

1. For the census years (1965, 1975, 1985, 1992) -
the natural and migration increase till the end of the year
is added to the population enumerated as of census date.

2. For the intercensal years - the natural and
migration increase during the whole year is added to the
number of the population at the end of the preceding year.

Due to the incomplete coverage of external
migration, during the period 1989 - 1992, after the census
as of 4.12.1992 the number of population at the end of the
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respective year and population movement coefficients
are recalculated according to formula (2).

The territorial allocation of data on population, its
vital statistics and migration, are presented according to
the administrative division of the country at the end of the
year.

Territorial distribution of vital events is tabulated on
the basis of place of permanent residence. The relevant
vital events are allocated as follows: births - to the locality
of permanent residence of the infant's parents; deaths -
to the locality of permanent residence of the dead person;
marriages - to the locality of permanent residence of the
husband; divorces - to the locality of permanent residence
of the husband and wife up to the moment of their actual
separation.

Average annual population is computed as an
arithmetical average between the population calculated
at the beginning and at the end of the year.

The distribution of population by age is calculated
using the method of moving up all ages or passing from
one age interval into the next.

Age dependency rate is the ratio between the
number of dependents (according to the UN methodology
- the persons aged 0 - 15 and 65 and older) and the
number of independent population (15 - 64 years).

Demographic replacement rate is the ratio between
the number of persons aged 15 - 19 years and the number
of persons aged 60 - 64, i.e. people entering and people
withdrawing from the working-age population.

Natural increase is calculated as a difference
between the number of live births and deaths.

Data on vital statistics come from the national civil
registration system - certificates of births, deaths,
marriages and divorces.

Births include the number of live-born and still-born
infants but exclude abortions.

Live birth is the complete expulsion or extraction
from its mother of a product of conception, irrespective of
the duration of pregnancy, which after such separation
breathes or shows any other evidence of life such as
beating of heart, pulsation of the umbilical cord, or definite
movement of voluntary muscles, whether or not the
umbilical cord has been cut or the placenta is attached;
each product of such a birth is considered live-born
regardless of gestational age. Live-born are infants with
weight 1000 grams and over.

A foetus with weight less than 1000 grams who was
living for at least 6 days after the birth, is considered live-
born.

Still-birth are infants showing no evidence of life
after birth with length at least 35 centimetres or the
duration of pregnancy is 28 completed weeks or more.
According to international standards the term used here
is equal to the term ‘Late foetal death’. Abortions which
are premature interruption of pregnancy (induced or
spontaneous) are excluded from.

Abortion is defined as any interruption of pregnancy
before 28 weeks of gestation after which the foetus does
not show any evidence of life and its length is below 35
centimetres.

If the foetus weighs less than 1000 grams and lives
for less than 6 days after the birth, the case is considered
abortion.

The crude birth, death, natural increase, marriage
and divorce rates are calculated per thousands of the
average annual population.

Infant mortality rate is the number of deaths of infants
under one year of age per 1000 live births.

Perinatal mortality is the ratio of the total number of
still-born infants and the infants who have died in the first
6 days of their life per 1000 total births (mortality from 28th
week of gestation to the end of the first 6 days of life).

Neonatal mortality is the ratio of the number of infants
who have died up to the 27th day of their life to the number
of live-born infants.

Post-neonatal mortality is the ratio between the
number of infants who have died at the age of 28 days up
to the age of 1 year and the number of live-born infants
decreased by the number of infants who have died up to
the 27th day of their life.

Fertility rate is the ratio between the number of live-
born infants and the average annual number of women at
reproductive age (from 15 to 49 years old). It indicates the
average number of infants born alive per 1000 women at
reproductive age in the reference year.

Total fertility rate is a sum of age-specific fertility
rates during the reference year. It indicates the average
number of children (boys and girls) a woman could bear
during the period of her reproductive age according to
her age-specific fertility observed in the year under
review.

Net reproduction rate represents the average
number of female children a woman might bear in her
reproductive age, who would live to the age she was at
their birth, if natality and mortality remain the same as
they were during the reference year, i.e. how many girls
would replace a mother under the rate of reproduction in
the given year.

Abortion rate is the ratio between the number of
abortions and the average annual number of women at
reproductive age (from 15 to 49 years old). lt indicates the
average number of abortions per 1000 women at
reproductive age per year.

Total divorce rate is a sum of the separate specific
divorce rates according to marriage-duration. It indicates
the probability of divorce of a person from given nuptial
cohort according to the marriage-duration specific
divorce rates in the year under review.

Life expectancy at birth reflects the probable average
number of years a person is expected to live, provided
that during his whole life the death rate remains the same
as inthe period for which the life expectancy is calculated.

Migration increase for the country as a whole
represents the difference between the number of
immigrants and emigrants while by regions it represents
also the difference between the number of out-migrants
to (from) the given region.

The source of the internal migration of the population
is the address registration cards filled in the registration
offices of the police.

IV. LABOUR

Employed are all persons performing some work in
public or in private sector for payment or income. The
total number of employed includes: employees under
labour contract; employees under civil contract and
contracts for managing and control who do not work in
more than one firm; owners of firms who directly take part
in their activity.

Military personnel is excluded from the employed.

Data on average annual number of employed in the
public sector refer to employees under labour contract in
the state, municipal and cooperative firms, enterprises,
departments and others. The average annual personnel
number is an arithmetic mean of the average payroll
number during the separate calendar months. The
average payroll number for each month is calculated as

an arithmetic mean of the total personnel payroll number
for each calendar day. The payroll number of the
personnel includes all persons working under labour
contracts in the enterprise and all the persons who were
employed at least a day in the main activity or 5 days in
the secondary activity of the firms, enterprises and
others. The allocation of employed and employees in
public sector by branch is done on the base of the
branch classification of enterprises according to the
‘Unified Register of Enterprises, Organizations and
Institutions’.

The allocation of the employed (employees) in the
economy by branch and sub-branch (Tables 1, 2, 3, 4, 6,
8, 9, 10 and 11) is done according to the ‘Classification of
Branches of National Economy, 1986’ (CBNE 1986).



Workplace injuries are all work-related injuries and
diseases, if their result is temporary loss of work ability,
disability or death. Occupational diseases are considered
work-related injuries if they have led to a loss of work
days. The frequency and the weight of the workplace
injuries are measured by calculating frequency and
weight coefficients.

In Tables 13, 14 and 15 the data on the unemployed
are taken from the National Employment Office at the
Ministry of Labour and Social Policy.

The main results of the labour force (employed and
unemployed) sample survey held in March, June and
November 1996 are published in Tables 16 - 23.

The periodical surveys of labour force provide
information about:

- economic activity of the population (employed,
unemployed and economically inactive persons);

- kinds of employment, incl. employed in private
sector, self-employed and unpaid family workers;

- unemployed not registered at the employment
offices;

- calculation of analytic indicators.

The surveys are based on stratified (by town and
village) two-stage cluster sample of the population of 15
years of age and over. The clusters at the first stage are
the enumeration districts according to the census of the
population as of 4.12.1992 and at the second stage -
households. With probability proportional to the size of
regional population are chosen 2000 enumeration
districts, within which systematically 12 households are
selected. All members from 12 households of each of
these 2000 enumeration districts are interviewed (about
58000 persons). According to the rotation scheme 6 of
these 12 households (1/2) are replaced in the next survey.
The results are adjusted in accordance with the current
demographic statistics data.

The basic methodological concepts and definitions
are set according to the international standards on similar
surveys in other countries and the International Labour
Organization (ILO) recommendations.

LABOUR FORCE - employed and unemployed
persons, 15 years of age and over.

EMPLOYED PERSONS - all persons, 15 years of
age and over, who during the survey period:

a) worked at least 1 hour on producing goods and
services for payment in cash or in kind, profit or another
income;

b) were temporarily absent due to vacation, illness,
pregnancy, maternity leave, bad weather, strike, labour
management dispute or other similar reasons.
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Employed persons are all those who did any work
as paid employees, in their own enterprise, farm or
profession, or in other business of their own; those who
worked as unpaid workers in family-operated enterprise.

Included inthe employed are students, housewives and
pensioners whoworked atleast 1 hour during the survey period.

UNDEREMPLOYMENT - employees who were
absent or worked less than 30 hours during the survey
period involuntarily.

UNEMPLOYED PERSONS - persons, 15 years of
age and over, who did not work, but were seeking work
and were available for work during the reference period.

As an exception, persons who did not seek work
actively, but expect to start a new job within 30 days and
persons who, under promise are awaiting recall at fixed
date to a job from which they had been laid off for more
than 1 month are also classified as unemployed.

Unemployed persons are also students,
housewives, pensioners and others not engaged in
economic activities during the survey period.

PERSONS NOT IN LABOUR FORCE - persons who
are not classified as employed or unemployed. Not in
labour force are all the persons on additional paid or
unpaid extra maternity leave.

STATUS INEMPLOYMENT - accordingtothe status
in employment persons are classified in the following
groups:

a) employers - persons who manage own enterprises
(firms, farms) on their own or in association with other
people; those who work on lease or perform other work
employing one or more persons.

b) own-account workers - persons who manage
own enterprises (firms, farms) sole or in association with
other people; self-employed and those who perform other
work without employing other persons. The members of
producers’ co - operatives are also included in this group.

c) employees - persons who work and receive
compensations in cash or in kind as salary or wage
remuneration under non-labour attachment, in public
enterprises or for private employer.

d) unpaid family workers - persons who work
without payment in family-operated enterprise or farm.

ACTIVITY RATE - ratio between labour force and
population of 15 years of age and over.

EMPLOYMENT RATE - employed population related
to the population of 15 years of age and over.

UNEMPLOYMENT RATE - ratio between unemployed
persons and labour force.

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V. INCOME, EXPENDITURE, CONSUMPTION

The average annual wages and salaries of the em-
ployed under labour contracts are calculated on the base
of: a basic salary/wage for time worked or work done;
extraremunerations according to the wage systems; ad-
ditional incentives according to Labour Codex, some
other laws, collective or individual contracts (incl. an-
nual vacations, public holidays, other paid leave, over-
time premiums, etc.), without the deductions made in re-
spect of taxes and other obligations of employees.

Data refer to average earnings of the employees in
the public sector of economy. Persons on maternity leave
are excluded from the number of the employees since 1992,

The average annual wages and salaries of the em-
ployees under labour contract by branch and sub-branch
(Tables 1 - 5) are published according to the 'Classifica-
tion of Branches of National Economy '(CBNE ’'86).

The farmers’ pensions include pensions, granted
according to the already abolished Law for Farmers’ Pen-
sions and according to Part IV of Social Security Law.

The average annual amount of a pension is esti-
mated as a ratio of the sums paid out for pensions and the
annual average number of pensions.

The survey of household budgets is carried out
monthly with a representative random sample of 6000
households.

The total income of households includes all mon-
etary income and those in kind irrespective of their
sources.

The cash income of households comprises all mon-
etary receipts from wages and salaries, own economic
activity, property, sales of agricultural products, animals
and other property, money benefits from social security
funds and insurances, pensions, family allowances, sick-
ness and birth allowances and others, scholarships, gra-
tuitously received money from relatives and friends and
others.

The income of households in kind comprises the
value of food and non-food products, obtained from the
household plots, agricultural enterprises, friends and rela-
tives as well as the value of the increase of farm animals.

The evaluation of the income in kind is based on a
retail trade prices.

The total expenditure of households embrace all
monetary and in kind expenditure made during the year
for food and non-food goods and services.

The income, expenditure and consumption of hou-
seholds are represented by decile groups of income, i.e.
ten groups, which include equal number of persons in an
ascending range by the personal income per capita (Ta-
bles 11, 16 and 20).

The data on income and expenditure entail a cer-
tain stochastic error deriving from the representative char-
acter of the survey.

VI. PRICES

The consumer price index numbers are
calculated as arithmetic average weighted with the
structure of household monetary expenditure in 1996.

The general index numbers by groups are
presented in two versions: as index numbers of
consumer groups, each of them reflecting the average
change in prices of a given category of commodities and
as index numbers of main commodity groups: ‘Foods’,
'Non-Foods’ and ‘Services’.

The general consumer price index is accepted to
be the inflation measure for the country.

The average procurement price indices are
calculated using data from a statistical survey of the
agricultural production purchased directly from producers
(farm enterprises and private farms). Subject of this survey
are the prices of about 260 vegetable and animal products,
whose total value represents the predominant part of the
volume of the whole purchased farm production.

The producers’ price indices in industry are
calculated based on monthly information about average
producers’ prices of about 1000 products and groups
similar products whose total value is over 75 per cent of
the volume of total output produced. Since 1995 the survey
includes the prices of industrial production realized at
the internal market.

The surveyed producers’ prices do not include
VAT (value added tax), excises and subsidies.

The producers’ price indices represent the
lowest level of agregation. The indices are average-
weighted using since 1995 as weight the realized
quantities of the observed products and groups of
similar products during the reference period. In the
higher level of agregation the indices are weighted
using as weight the value of sales realized by the
industrial enterprises.
