The Regional Statistical Office of Yugozapad
submits to the attention of national and foreign users
of statistical information the newest edition ‘Sofia in
Figures 2015’

This publication contains information about
the demographic, social and economic development
of the district Sofia (stolitsa). The main part of data
refers to the 2010 - 2014 period.

The publication is designed thematically
by chapters and each chapter contains brief
methodological notes. More information about the
methodology of statistical surveys, which results
are included in this publication can be found in the
‘Statistical Yearbook of the Republic of Bulgaria
issued by the National Statistical Institute and on the
NSI website (www.nsi.bg).

The information is presented generally for
the country and also on a regional level. The
Administrative territorial units ‘regions’ are presented
under the administrative - territorial structure of the
Republic of Bulgaria and territorial units for statistical
purposes as - ‘statistical zones  and ‘statistical regions’
according to the classification of territorial units
for statistical purposes in Bulgaria that corresponds
to the classification of territorial Units for Statistics
(NUTS) of Eurostat.

Data about which do not specified source of
information, contain statistical data based on NSI
surveys' results.

Published are also data obtained from the
National Institute of Meteorology and Hydrology
at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences, the National
Social Security Institute, the Ministry of Agriculture
and Food, the Ministry of Interior and other
institutions.

Since 2008 the statistical units have been
classified by economic activity group according to
the Classification of Economic Activities (NACE.
BG 2008). Enterprises are classified by economic
activities according to their predominant activity
on the basis of receipts from sales of products,
goods and services. Since 2002 reporting units
outsourcing the production of industrial products

Sofia in Figures 2015

HISTORICAL NOTES

Sofiais the capital city of Bulgaria. Itis beautifully
situated in the south part of the field of Sofia at the
foot of the mountain Vitosha and Lulin Mountain
on the area of 1310 square kilometres. The district
of Sofia (stolitsa) includes the towns Sofia, Bankya,
Buhovo and Novi Iskar, and 34 villages.

There are a lot of historical monuments from
the past: from the Roman times, monuments of the
Middle Ages and Ottoman empire's monuments.

The «city has an extremely favourable
geographical situation. This is the shortest route
between Europe and Asia. This fact together with the
excellent climatic conditions and the availability of
the mineral springs explains the high concentration
of people within the confines of the present capital
city ever since the high antiquity.

Sofia is one of the oldest cities in Europe. The
first reports of its formation are from VI century B.C.
during the epoch of neolith.

The city is conquered by Philip of Macedonia in
339 B.C.

In 46 A.C. the city Sofia called at this time
Serdica was included in the Roman province Internal
Thrace.

In 110 A.C. the Roman Emperor Trajan
established an autonomous administrative city
system with a city council and functionaries. The city
was renamed as Ulpia Serdica.

In 272 A.C. Serdica became a main city in the
new-established province Lower Dakia.

In the V century the tribe of the Huns with Atilla
at the head conquered and plundered the city.

The city was rebuilt and was surrounded with
towers and fortification walls during the Justinian's
rule.

In 809 Khan Krum conquered Serdica which the
Bulgarians were called Sredets. The city was rebuilt
and became on of the most important cities of the
First Bulgarian country.

The city is called Sofia in 1376.

Upon proposal of Prof. Marin Drinov Sofia was
elected as Bulgarian capital on the 3™ of April 1879
by the Constituent Assembly in the town of Veliko
Tarnovo.

The City council approved the creation of
Sofia's coat of arms in 1900.

Sofia coat of arms is made by the Bulgarian
artist Haralamby Tachev. It is a coloured shield which
is divided into four fields. The elements which are
depicted on it talk us about the past, the present and
the future of the town.

The bust of the goodness-patron of the cities
is depicted in the top left field. The picture is taken
from an ancient coin struck in the most important
city centres in Thrace during the Roman times.

One of the most considerable monuments of
Sofia the church ‘St. Sofia® is represented on the
top right field. The city was named on this ancient
building which is built on the highest point in the city.

The name Sofia comes from Greek and means
wisdom. It represents the age-old and wisdom of the
Bulgarian capital.

The figure of Appolon in the middle of the small
temple is depicted under it. This ancient Greek God
honouring also as god of medicine personifies the
mineral springs of Sofia. The first settlement was
built around them.

The mountain Vitosha is depicted in the
left bottom corner. This awesome mountain was
mentioned a lot in the different descriptions of the
city since ancient times. Always connected with
city’s name it also takes place among the elements
of Sofia’s coat of arms. The lion in the middle of it
is a connecting element of the two coat of arms: the
capital one and the countrys one.

In 1992 the Government of Bulgaria chooses
the 17 September for a day of Sofia. It is chosen in
honour of ‘St. Martyr Sofia.

The flag of the capital municipality is dedicated
on this day. This flag is a distinctive feature of the
democratic principles of the self - government of the
capital city.

IV. POPULATION

The data on the annual number of the
population are a result of the regular censuses
and of the respective calculations by means of the
natural and migration increase, received from the
current demographic statistics for the years between
censuses.

Sources of data on vital statistics are the forms
of the National Civil Registration System: certificate
of birth, certificate of death, certificate of civil
marriage, certificate of divorce and present address
card. The ‘present address’ replaces the citizens’
address registration in force until 1.01.2000 and
corresponds to a person’s residence.

Since 2005 data on causes of deaths have
been based on the International Statistical
Classification of Diseases and Related Health
Problems - X Revision. Source of data are death
certificates.

The age dependency rate is the ratio between
the number of dependants (the persons aged 0 - 14
and 65 and over) and the number of independent
population (15 - 64 years) at the end of the year. It is
calculated in percentage.

The rate of demographic ageing is the rate of
increase of the relative share of the population over
working-age (according to the age limit defined for
men and women) compared with the share of this
population for the previous year. It is calculated in
percentage.

The total rates of natural movement of the
population (crude birth rate, crude death rate, crude
marriage and divorce rates) indicate respectively
the number of live-born children, the number of
deceased persons, the number of marriages and
the number of divorces per 1 000 persons of the
population. They are calculated as a ratio (per
thousand) of the respective number of each event
during the year and the average annual population
for the same year.

The survey covers all active enterprises,
irrespective of the kind of ownership, that have
submitted annual activity reports to NSI.

The average annual number of the employees
is an average value of the monthly average number
of employees.

Gross earnings relate to the remunerations in
cash or in kind regularly received by each employee
before the deduction of any taxes or social security
contributions paid by the employee.

The information on work accidents is obtained
by administrative way from the National Social
Security Institute.

An accident at work is any sudden damage
of health occurred during and in connection or
on occasion of the implemented work done in
the interest of the enterprise when it has caused
temporary inability to work, permanently reduced
ability to work or death. Accident at work is also
the accident happened during the usual way to the
working place.

(source of data in Tables 8, 9 and 10) is to provide
information on main haracteristics of employment
and unemployment. The resident population of
Bulgaria is covered by the survey.

The Labour Force Survey is carried out over a
sample of non-institutional households. All persons
aged 15 years and over, members of the selected
households, are interviewed.

Labour force (the economically active
population) - persons aged 15 and over who are
employed or unemployed.

Unemployed are the persons aged from 15 to
74, who were:

« without work during the reference period;

« actively seeking work in the four week period
ending with the reference week;

« available to start working before the end of
the two weeks following the reference week.

Activity rate - ratio between the economically
active population (labour force) and the total
population of the same age.

Employment rate - ratio between employed
population and the total population of the same age.

Unemployment rate - ratio between

unemployed persons and the labour force.

VI. HOUSEHOLD INCOME AND
EXPENDITURE

The total income of households includes all
monetary income and that in kind irrespective of
their sources.

The cash income of households comprises
all monetary receipts from wages and salaries,
individual economic activity, property, sales of
agricultural products, animals and other property,
unemployment benefits, sick and birth payments,
other benefits, scholarships, pensions, family
allowances, insurance, gratuitously received money
from relatives and friends.

The income in kind of households comprises
the value of food and non-food products, obtained
from the household plots, agricultural enterprises,
friends and relatives as well as the value of the
increase of animals.

The evaluation of the income in kind is based
on retail prices.

The total expenditure of the households
includes all monetary and in kind expenditure on
food and non-food goods and services made during
the year.

Since 1999 the household expenditures
have been structured in a new way according
to the requirements of the adopted by Eurostat
International ~ Classification =~ of = Consumer
Expenditures - COICOP.

Enterprises are classified by economic activities
according to their predominant activity on the
basis of receipts from sales of products, goods and
services.

Indicator “Total output of industrial enterprises’
refers to the overall activity of the industrial
enterprises i.e. including the receipts from their
non-industrial enterprises are excluded.

The industrial output comprises: receipts
from sales of industrial production and services;
expenditure on acquisition and liquidation of
tangible fixed assets on own account, other receipts,
change in stocks of finished goods and changes in
stocks of work-in-progress. The value of industrial
output is published at current prices.

The data on the output of industrial products
in kind comprises total production in volume
terms for the respective reference year, including
industrial ~ products manufactured on the
subcontracting basis and intermediate consumption
of the enterprises (any production by the enterprise
which is incorporated into the manufacture of other
products).

Residential buildings are these which by
initial building or after reconstruction are suitable
for living by one or several households. Inhabited
and uninhabited residential buildings, residential
for temporary living (country houses), residential
buildings of collective household (hostels, boarding-
houses, monastery and the homes for elderly people
in which live joint households) are included in the
survey.

A dwelling is also every single dwelling (a room),
which is not connected with other rooms, has a
separate exit to a generally accessible part (stairs,
yard or straight to the street), and is used as a kitchen
and a place for living at one and the same time or
only for living.

Living floor space is the floor area of living-
rooms, bedrooms, recesses for sleeping, dining-
rooms, the rooms for day-stay, cabinets and libraries
of scientists, drawingrooms, without the area of the
kitchens.

Service floor space is the floor area of vestibules,
corridors, larders, toilets, bathrooms, entrances,
kitchens with less than 4 square meters floor area
and other offices.

The halls with direct lightening, without the
vestibules, the kitchens and the rooms with area
less than 4 square meters, are counted as rooms by
arranging the dwellings in groups according to the
number of rooms.

The useful floor space is the sum of living floor
space and the service floor space.

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XV. TOURISM

The definitions recommended by the World
Tourist Organization (WTO) are applied in
National Statistical Institute surveys. In accordance
with these definitions an international tourist is any
person who travels to a country other than his/her
permanent residence at least for 24 hours but not
for more than one year and whose main purpose is
not doing any activity for payment.

The information available of accommodation
establishmentsis obtained from the regular statistical
surveys carried out by the National Statistical
Institute. Surveyed objects are all accommodation
establishments with more than 10 bed-places
in use - hotels, camping sites and other type of
accommodations. Till the end of 2011 the data were
developed in accordance with the Directive 95/57
EC. Since the beginning of 2012 the Regulation
No. 692/2011 of the European Parliament and
of the Council concerning European statistics
on tourism and Commission implementing
Regulation No. 1051/2011 implementing Regulation
No. 692/2011 of the European Parliament and of the
Council concerning European statistics on tourism
as regards the structure of the quality reports and
the transmission of the data have been applied.

The data on the ‘Available bed capacity’
item are obtained through accumulation of the
number of bed-places for each of the days of the
reference period, when they are put into utilization,
irrespective of whether they are occupied or not.

The main sources of information about the
accommodation establishments are monthly
forms presented by them to the National Statistical
Institute.

The data by countries are presented according
to the country of citizenship of foreigners.

Data on medical specialists working outside of the
country as well as on medical specialists practicing
outside of the health establishments (for example,
doctors working for the pharmaceutical industry)
are excluded.

Indicators on the number of population per
one physician and per one dentist are calculated
based on the number of population at the end of
the year.

The homes for medical and social care for
children are included in the category of ‘Other
health and medical establishments.

Detached créches as well as groups in
kindergartens are covered.

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Object of survey is the main activity of
kindergartens, all types of schools, centres for
vocational training, colleges, universities and
specialized higher schools.

The main statistical units of survey are children,
students and teachers.

Every individual, enrolled in an educational
program of formal education according to ISCED,
regardless of type of training, is considered to be a
student.

The number of enrolments is determined
annually through counting of the students, and not
through the number of registrations. For example, at
a university, in accordance with the active national
methodology, students are counted only once in the
cases of studying two specialties at the same time.
Double counting is not allowed.

The statistical survey of higher education
covers all authorized higher schools according to
the Higher Education Act and the private spiritual
higher schools, opened under the regulation of Law
on Religion.

Pupils/students, who had received a document
for a completed level from a legitimate educational
institution, containing the entire requisite according
to the law, are considered to be graduates level of
education.

The teachers (academic staff) comprise officials
who directly carry out classes in accordance with
the curriculum. Directors of schools (elementary,
primary and secondary) and assistant directors
with teaching work are included in the number of
teachers.

The academic staff in tertiary education
includes persons whose main activity is teaching
and research work. This staff includes the officials
such as rectors, vice rectors, deans, vice deans,
heads of departments, etc. if their main activity is
teaching.

ThesurveyonInformationand Communication
Technologies (ICT) usage in households is a joint
survey of the National Statistical Institute and the
European Community, carried out annually. The
survey methodology and tool are in full compliance
with the European Community Directives and
Regulation No. 808/2004 of the European Parliament
and the Council. The survey data are representative
on national and regional level.

The survey on ICT usage in households covers
4 800 households and 11 000 individuals aged
between 16 and 74 years from different regions in
Bulgaria. A representative two-level cluster sample
on national and regional level is designed aiming
at provision of representative results and results
with enough stochastic precision on persons and
households aggregations. The sample is stratified
by using the administrative regions in the country
(28 in total) and persons’ place of residence (town,
village). As a result of the stratification 56 strata are
designed in total (28 on urban population and 28 on
rural population).

The household survey comprises questions at
household level and individual level.

The population of households consists of all
private households having at least one member in
the age group 16 to 74 years (households in which
all members are aged under 16 and over 74 and
institutional (collective) households are excluded).
The population of individuals consists of all
individuals aged 16 to 74.

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XX. CRIMINALITY AND JUSTICE

Statistical data on crimes with penalties
inflicted and persons convicted with sentences
in force are obtained on the basis of annual data,
received from the regional, district and military
courts.

The survey object is the activity of the regional
and district courts on penal trials of general, private
and administrative character. Since 1998 the
information for the activity of military courts has
been also included and since 2012 - of the Special
Criminal Court. The information about the activity
of Supreme Court of Cassation is not included.

Surveyed units are crimes, concluded with
penalty inflicted and persons convicted with
sentences come into force.

The numbers of crimes and persons convicted
for certain reference year include those with
sentence that has come into force during the same
year.

Persons convicted with all kinds of inflicted
penalty, including conditionally sentenced persons
are included in the total number of persons
convicted.

All crimes with penalties inflicted regardless
they had been committed by one or more persons
are included in the number of crimes concluded
with penalty inflicted.

The age of persons convicted is given in
completed years.

Persons who have completed 14, but not 18
years are considered juveniles.
Adult are persons above 18 years.

Convicted juvenile persons are included in the
total number of persons convicted.

Data on crimes with penalties inflicted and
persons convicted are obtained on the basis of
the NSI's statistical survey data and data from
administrative source - the Unified Information
System for Counteraction to Criminality.
