The publication ‘Education in the Republic of
Bulgaria2012’ contains general data from the annual
comprehensive statistical surveys characterizing
the activity of the educational institutions for the
2007 - 2011 period.

The information is systematized in two
sections: ‘General review’ and ‘Regional review’
Administrative-territorial units ‘district’ are
presented in accordance with the Territorial
Organization Act of the Republic of Bulgaria
(28 districts), and territorial units for statistical
purposes ‘statistical zones’ and ‘statistical regions’ -
according to the Classification of Territorial Units for
Statistics in Bulgaria. This classification corresponds
to the NUTS classification of Eurostat and is
approved with an Ordinance of the President of the
NSI on the basis of Regulation (EO) No. 176/2008
of the European Parliament and the Council of
20" February, 2008 for the amendment of the
regulation 1059/2003, as well as on art. 9, p. 9, in
relation with art. 7 (1), p. 6 and p. 15, art. 10 of the
Law on Statistics and on art. 4 (1) from the Law on
Regional Development.

The general methodological notes of statistics
of education, published in the beginning of the
publication, have to be kept in mind when using
the data.

METHODOLOGICAL BASICS OF
EDUCATIONAL STATISTICS

1. Legal Basis

Educational statistics is constructed on the
basic of the Regulation Ne 452/2008 of the European
Parliament and of the Council concerning the
production and development of statistics on
education and lifelong learning, the current legal
basis in Bulgaria in the area of education, the
International Standard Classification of Education -
revision 1997 (ISCED ’97) and the concomitant
methodological instructions. At the same time the
main part of the methodology is formed by the
methodological documents of Eurostat, which are
connected with the preparation of the data and the
filling in of the so called UOE annual education
questionnaire. In this case UOE means a joint
questionnaire of UNESCO, OECD and Eurostat.

The basic legal and official acts in the Republic
of Bulgaria which are directly implemented in the
development of the methodology and organization
of the statistical surveys are: the Law of Statistics,
the Law of National Education and the Rules on its
implementation, the Law of Vocational Education
and Training, the Law of Higher Education, the Law
of the Level of Education, Educational Minimum
and Curriculum and the Law on Development of
the academic staft in the Republic of Bulgaria.

2, Main Statistical Surveys

The National Statistical Institute conducts
yearly exhaustive surveys that characterize the
activity of the educational institutions:

® Pre-primary education in kindergartens
(educational level ISCED - 0);

* Primary and lower secondary education,
secondary education in all types of schools and
vocational education after secondary education in
the vocational colleges (educational levels ISCED - 1,
2A, 3A, 3C and 4C);

A pupil/student is every person enrolled in an
educational program of formal education according
to ISCED irrespective of the mode of attendance.
Formal education includes the educational
programmes implement in the legitimate
educational institutions created according to the
existing legal order.

calculating the internationally accepted indicator
‘Participation Rate of the Population in the
Educational System, which represents the relative
share of students enrolled from a certain age group
in relation to the number of the constant population
of the country in the same age group. According
to the recommendations for filling in of the UOE-
questionnaire, each country should make efforts to
obtain the exact number of the enrolled students,
without counting twice those which are enrolled in
two specialties in the same higher education school
or in two educational institutions, i.e. annually the
number of enrolled students should be obtained
by counting the students as persons and not by
counting the number of enrolments.

For example in one university (college)
according to the current national methodology,
students are counted only once in the cases of
simultaneous enrolment in two specialties. Double
counting is not allowed except in the cases of illegal
simultaneous study in two universities.

3.1.2. Reference date

The reference dates of observation for the
different surveys are selected in such a way so as to
reflect adequately the number of students. The period
of 15 - 30 days after the beginning of the school year
turned out to be most suitable because in this period
the status for each student is finally settled.

For the different surveys the observation dates
are as follows:

® Pre-primary education - December 1;

e Basic and secondary education and
vocational education after secondary education -
October 1;

® Vocational training in qualification in
centers for vocational education, vocational
gymnasiums, vocational colleges and vocational
schools for attaining a vocational qualification -
December 31;

o Tertiary education (Ph.D. excluded) -
November 15;

* Ph.D. - December 31.

Foreign students are those students who are
not citizens of the Republic of Bulgaria as well as
those who have dual citizenship and have been
enrolled under the regulations for foreign citizens.

3.1.4. Some particularities when distributing
enrolled students by ISCED "97 levels of education.

* The students in the preparatory grade
before first grade in class for hard-hearing children
and visually handicapped children are classified
at the starting stage of basic education or level
ISCED - 1 (basic education), because the program
is different from the one for kindergartens.

¢ Students in the VIII grade, enrolled in
the regular educational profiled and vocational
programmes after VII grade are classified as ISCED -
3A level since these are complete programmes that
aimed at acquiring secondary education and are
entirely executed in secondary schools, art schools
or vocational secondary/technical schools.

¢ Students in vocational schools (VS) and in
independent classes with enrolment after VI and
VII grade are classified in ISCED - 2A level. Those
studying in VS with enrolment after 8th grade are
classified as 3C according to the same classification.

3.1.5. The students that left school during the
previous school year are observed by sex, grade
groups (I - IV, V - VIII, IX - XII) and by reasons
for leaving:

¢ With poor health who have not continued
in another hospital or health school;

* Changed to another school, aged under
16, but without confirmation that they have been
enrolled;

* Left because of unwillingness to study, as a
total and persons over 16 years of age included in
this number;

* Left because of family reasons;

* Left because of going abroad.

Those who have left because of the above stated
reasons cannot be regarded at as dropouts from the
educational system because there is no problem for

3.2.1. Definition

Pupils/students who have been enrolled for the
first time in the initial grade or course of the respective
educational level are considered newly enrolled. This
means that those which have been enrolled in the
same educational level previous years are not included
to the number of the newly enrolled.

3.2.2. Main breakdowns of characteristics

The main breakdowns of characteristics for
collecting data on the newly enrolled students
are: sex, year of birth, educational level, mode
of attendance, type, profile and location of the
primary (secondary) school, profession/specialty
taught, qualification degree (for higher education)
and citizenship (for tertiary students and Ph.D.
students).

3.3. Educational level graduates, who have
received a certificate or a diploma

3.3.1. Definition

Graduates are those pupils/students who have
received a document for a completed level from a
legitimate education institution, containing all the
necessary records and stamps according to the law.
According to the UOE-questionnaire requirements
graduates are divided into two groups:

* Graduates who have received a diploma for
the respective educational level for the first time;

* Graduates during the last school year who
already have a diploma for the same educational
level, obtained during previous periods.

At the present moment the NSI does not
collect data separately on both groups of graduates.
It is doing this only for their total number since
the educational institutions themselves are not
in a position to supply the NSI with reliable data
separately for the two groups of graduates.

3.4. Teachers/Academic staff

3.4.1. Definition

The teachers (academic staff) are official
persons who directly conduct the training sessions
according to curriculum irrespective of whether
they are full or part time employees. Directors
and assistant directors in primary and secondary
education are observed separately although a
great part of them may have lecturing functions
as well. The academic staff in tertiary education
(ISCED - 5B, 5A and 6) includes persons whose
main engagement is teaching and research work.
This staff includes the officials such as rectors, vice
rectors, deans, heads of departments, etc. if their
main engagement is teaching.

3.4.2. Main breakdowns of characteristics

The main breakdowns of characteristics for
collecting data on teachers are: sex, age (5-year age
intervals), completed educational level, teaching
license, educational level for teaching, type and
location of the primary (secondary) school, type of
employment - full or part time.

Teachers in primary and secondary education
are grouped by levels of teaching and by programme
orientation (general education or vocational). In
the cases when a teacher teaches in different levels,
he/she is classified in the level where he/she has
most school hours.

Academic staff in tertiary schools is studied
by sex, age, type of employment (full or part time),
by scientific titles - professors, associate professors,
assistants, senior lecturers and lecturers and
scientists with teaching activity.

3.5. Management personnel

3.5.1. Definition

The management personnel include official
persons performing management functions at the
level of the educational institution - principals,
assistant principals, rectors, deans and their
assistants, heads of departments.

3.6.3. Health and social care personnel at
the educational institution - physicians, nurses,
dentists, psychologists and others.

3.6.4. Administrative personnel - accountants,
cashiers, caretakers;

3.6.5. Service personnel - staft for maintenance,
hygiene, security, transportation and others.

4. Educational institutions

Educational institutions are main data
sources for enrollments and teaching and other
staff. Type of educational institutions and their
characteristics, determined by different criteria
are integral part of essential indicators for
enrollments and personnel.

4.1. Definition

An educational institution is defined as
a centre taking independent decisions, which
performs educational services for persons and
organizations and is created according to the rules
of the law. This means that the institution has a
manager (director, rector or another manager) i.e.
that this is an ‘independent’ educational institution.
‘Dependent’ educational institutions are branches
or units known under other names and are typically
subordinate to an independent institution.

Teaching educational institutions are those,
which directly perform training according to
educational programs with students in organized
classes (groups) at place or by a distant mode
of attendance. Self-training persons and firms
conducting qualification courses, language training
and others do not come into the scope of the
definition of teaching educational institutions.

It is hierarchical system for classification of the
educational programmes by field of education and
training, containing tree levels: first level for ‘broad
fields, second level for ‘narrow fields, which have
lesser/narrow coverage compared to the broad
fields and at the last level - ‘detailed fields, which are
particular, accurate determinate fields of education
and training. The term ‘narrow field’ corresponds
to the definitions in ISCED 1997 concerning fields
of education. On the base of this classification there
are several specific classifications prepared and
used as follows:

¢ (Classification of the fields of education and
specialties taughtin the vocational secondary schools
and art schools. This classification is implemented
also for the vocational training programmes in post-
secondary, non-tertiary education;

¢ (lassification of the fields of education and
professions taught in the vocational schools and
classes;

¢ (lassification of the fields of education
and specialties of tertiary education for the
general qualification degrees ‘Professional Bachelor’,
‘Bachelor’ and ‘Master”

5.3. Classification of the groups of specialties for
acquiring the qualification and scientific degree Ph.D.

This classification is used in Ph.D. statistics
and based on a Council of Ministers Decree,
published in State Gazette, No 34/1990. As the
Decree is not harmonized with requirements of
the classifications mention from top to points 5.1.
and 5.2, a transition key is used for the purpose
of ensuring internationally comparable data on
Ph.D. students by field of education. This key
defines the correspondence of the specialties
from the Bulgarian classification and the detailed
fields of education and training of the Eurostat’s
classification.

part time if he/she is enrolled in another mode
of attendance (correspondence courses, evening
courses).

A teacher/academic staff member is
considered full time employed if he/she works in
an educational institution on a labour contract
and has a full norm employment planned for the
school year. If these conditions are not fulfilled, the
teacher is considered part time employed. This last
category includes also all lecturers working for a
fee, those working on a second or civil contract.

6.2. Calculating the number of the pupils/
students and teachers/academic staff into a full-
time equivalent.

It is considered that the Full-time Equivalent
(FTE) of a student of a regular mode of attendance
is equal to one unit of FTE. The number of the part
timers is reduced in FTE by dividing it by the so
called converting factor which is equal to the ratio
of the yearly length (in school hours) of the ‘regular’
program and the length of the correspondence or
other respective programme. Thus if the regular
program is twice the length of the correspondence,
the converting factor is K = 2. If the students in the
regular type are 200 and those in the correspondence
are 100 then the FTE = 200 + 100/K = 250.

The FTE for teachers is calculated in similar
way, with the converting factor for the part timers
being determined as a ratio of the number of hours
of the teachers working on a labor contract and
the average number of hours of the part timers.
For tertiary education FTE is calculated separately
for every scientific title (professors, associate
professors, senior lecturers, lecturers, assistants).

7. Scope of the Surveys

The statistical surveys cover enrollments,
teaching and other staffin all legitimate educational
institutions on the territory of the countryincluding
their branches. All educational institutions, which
are data sources, are recorded in the statistical
register, by which the exhaustiveness of statistical
survey is monitored.

EDUCATION IN THE REPUBLIC OF
BULGARIA FOR THE PERIOD
2007/2008 - 2011/2012 SCHOOL YEAR

The level of education of population
determines every contemporary country and
plays an important economic and social role of the
present and the future. One of the main headline
targets of the mutual European strategy ‘Europe
2020’ is to improve educational attainment levels
of the population, especially to reduce the school
dropout rate and to increase the number of young
people with university degree or equivalent degree.

The educational structure!’ of population
aged 7 and more improves considerably, following
the clearly expressed tendency of increase of the
number and share of population with tertiary and
upper secondary education and decrease of the
number of people with lower secondary or lower
education.

As of 1.02.2011 the Population census results
show 1 348.7 thousand persons with tertiary
education, or each fifth person (19.6%). With upper
secondary education are 2 990.4 thousand persons
(43.4%). The proportion of persons with primary
or lower education is 13.9% (or every seventh in
100).

Generally, the education of male population
is a little bit higher compared to female - share of
males with upper secondary and higher education
is 63.6% compared to 62.4% for females. In return
for it, the females complete tertiary education more
often than the males and at the census moment
there are 791.8 thousand females (22.3%) with
tertiary education, compared to 556.9 thousand
males (16.7%).

Considerable differences are observed in the
educational structure by place of residence - nearly
3/4 of the population in urban areas (71.6%) has
at least upper secondary education completed,
compared to hardly 40.3% in the rural areas.

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Pre-primary education

The number of kindergartens with director
in2011/2012is2 112 or26less thanin2010/2011,
the decrease is mainly in the rural areas - 29.
The number of children in kindergartens for
2011/2012 is 228.0 thousand, 20.3 thousand or
9.8% more than their number in 2007/2008 and
has increased with 2.1% in comparison with the
previous school year. The coverage of children
in kindergartens estimated by the group net
enrolment rate has increased®* from 74.9% for
2010/2011 to 81.5% for 2011/2012. A better
coverage of the children in these institutions is
achieved. This is an important indicator, which
determinates the efforts of the municipality
administrations to attain a better coverage of the
children in pre-primary education.

The average number of children per kindergarten
is 108 - in urban areas their average number is larger -
154 and for the rural areas it is 53. The average
number of children forming one group is 24, in
urban areas - 25 and in rural areas - 20.

The teaching personnel employed in
kindergartens are 19.7 thousand from which 18.5
thousand are kindergarten teachers. In comparison
with the previous school year the total number
of pedagogical personnel has increased by 150
persons or by 0.8%.

Private kindergartens are an alternative for a
very small number of parents. In 2011/2012 there
were 50 licensed private kindergartens with 1 821
enrolled children. Their relative share is only 0.8%
of the total number of children in kindergartens.

General education

In the beginning of the school year 2011/2012
there are classes in 2 091 general education schools’.
Out of these 155 are primary schools, 1 365 - basic
schools, 10 - lower secondary schools, and 161 upper
secondary and 400 - secondary general schools. In
comparison with the previous school year because
of closure or transformation the total number of
general education schools has decreased by 5.

During the current 2011/2012 school year the
number of students in all kinds of general education
schools is 608.8 thousand, of which 109.3 thousand
in rural areas. In comparison with the previous
school year the number of students in general
education has decreased by 6.7 thousand or 1.1%.

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During the previous 2010/2011 school year
for different reasons 14.5 thousand students left the
general education schools, of which 12.3 thousand
was in basic education. The largest relative share is
the share of students who left for family reasons - 6.9
thousand or 47.5% of the total number of leaving
students, followed by those who left because had gone
abroad - 31.8%. The share of those who left because
of unwillingness to study is also considerable - 14.9%.

The early teaching of foreign languages is
becoming more common for the beginning stages of
the primary education. The relative share of children
in general education schools who study foreign
languages in the primary grades (I - IV) is 82.5%. The
largest share comes from those who study English -
88.4% of the students who study foreign languages.

In 2011, 45.4 thousand students graduated
from basic education and 32.0 thousand persons
graduated secondary education in the general
education schools.

The total number of the teaching staff (incl.
directors and deputy directors with teaching
activity) employed in general education schools
during the 2011/2012 school year is 46.2 thousand
or 1.0 thousand less than in the previous school
year. Teachers are high educated - 91.3% of them
have tertiary education - an education-qualification
degree of ‘Bachelor’ or ‘Master’ and 8.2% - have
education-qualification degree - ‘Professional
Bachelor’ (or the equivalent degree in past).

Women are predominant in the teaching
profession (84.5% of the total number of teachers).

There are 22 pupils on average for one class in
the general education schools.

As0f1.10.2011 there were 69 active private general
education schools in the country. Out of these there
are 7 primary schools, 28 basic, 2 lower secondary, 27
secondary schools and 5 secondary general schools.
There are 6 257 students studying in private general
education schools. The number of students in the private
sector is only 1.0% from the total number of students.

In schools and classes for students with special
educational needs are enrolled 4.4 thousand pupils
or 0.1 thousand (3.2%) less in compassion with the
previous school year. 940 specialist teachers and
427 educators are taking care of their education
and upbringing.

Vocational education and training (VET)

Vocational education and training during
the school year 2011/2012 is carried out in 22 art
schools, 414 vocational gymnasiums, 5 vocational
schools and 36 vocational colleges with enrollment
after secondary education. The total number of
the students in vocational education and training
during the current school year is 145.7 thousand,
and compared with the 2007/2008 school year
it has decreased by 33.8 thousand or 18.8% and
compared with the previous one - has decreased by
15.8 thousand or 9.8%.

Boys are predominant in vocational education
and training and are 60.7% of the total number of
students.

The highest relative share in programmes for
attainment of a third level professional qualification
is for students studying specialties in the field
of Engineering and engineering trades - 32.5%,
followed by share of those in the field of Business
and administration - 16.9%. In the programmes
for attainment of a second level professional
qualification the share of students is highest in
the field of Engineering and engineering trades
(31.1%) and Personal services (19.3%).

During the present school year the total number
of teachers working in VET schools is 13.1 thousand,
of which 93.4% are high educated with education-
qualification degree ‘Bachelor’ or ‘Master’

In2011, 30.4 thousand persons have graduated
with attainment of diploma for secondary
education in art schools, vocational gymnasiums
and vocational schools.

In 2011, second and third levels of professional
qualification have been acquired respectively by 8.3
and 18.6 thousand persons.

504 students have acquired first level of
professional qualification in vocational schools
and classes with enrollment after VI, VII and VIII
grade.

In vocational colleges with enrollment after
completed secondary education, 1 547 people have
acquired fourth level of professional qualification.

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During the 2011/2012 school year 3 299
students are enrolled in 58 private VET schools,
which is only 2.3% of the total number of
enrollments in the vocational education.

In 2011/2012 significantly increases the
number of enrolments aged 16 or more years
in programmes for vocational training against
payment in Vocational Training Centers,
vocational gymnasiums and vocational colleges.
According to the level of professional qualification,
their distribution is the following: first level — 11.2
thousand, second level - 4.1 thousand and third
and forth - 6.8 thousand.

In comparison with the previous year the
number of enrolled students has increased with
4.4 thousand persons or 25.3%. Significant is the
number of people who wish to increase or to attain
additional qualification that gives an advantage in
the labour market.

Tertiary education

The total number of the students in Bulgaria
enrolled in the four education-qualification degrees
(‘Professional bachelor, ‘Bachelor, ‘Master’ and
‘Doctor’) in the academic year 2011/2012 is 285.0
thousand, which is 20.5 thousand , or 7.8%, more
in comparison with the 2007/2008 academic year.

In 2007/2008 the total number of the PCs
in higher schools, which are used for teaching
purposes, was 17.4 thousand and 100 students
from the regular form of education was using 10.1
PCs. In the 2011/2012 academic year the total
number of teaching purposes PCs has increased up
to 22.4 thousand, out of which 16.3 thousand are
used for teaching students directly in classes and
100 students from the regular form of education
are using 11.5 PCs. The share of PCs with Internet
access has increased from 88.0% in 2007/2008
academic year to 93.7% in the last academic year.

In the structure of students by narrow fields
of education, the highest relative share is that of
students in the field of Business and Administration -
34.8%, followed by the one of students in the field
of Personal Services - 19.1% and Engineering and
Engineering Trades - 18.6%.

In 2011 the degree ‘Professional bachelor” has
been acquired by 7.6 thousand students of whom
99.1% are Bulgarian citizens. Among graduated
students the highest number is that of graduates in
the narrow field of Business and Administration -
3.7 thousand or 49.1% of the total, followed by
graduates in the field of Social and Behavioural
science - 1.5 thousand or 20.1% and Personal
Services - 0.7 thousand or 9.0%.

In the 2011/2012, students - Bulgarian citizens
in universities and specialized higher schools
are 253.2 thousand, or 95.9%. Their number has
increased by 7.6 thousand in comparison with the
2010/2011 academic year or by 3.1%.

Since the beginning of the observed period, the
number of foreign students has gradually increased.
During the current year it is 10.8 thousand, or by
8.1% more than in the previous year.

The largest increase was observed in the number
of students from Greece - from 0.6 thousand in
2007/2008 to 1.9 thousand in the present academic
year, or 3.2 times, followed by students from
Turkey, which number has increased 1.8 times. In

International student mobility has gained
an increased prominence in policy making in the
field of higher education, which is accompanied
by an increased need for statistical information.
Since 2004/2005 academic year NSI has started
collecting data and computing indicators on mobile
students enrolled in Bulgaria, according to Eurostat
methodology. The European Commission concept
for mobile student is based on the citizenship,
country of residence and country of prior education.
In Bulgaria the student mobility is measured by
‘country of prior education’ which means that mobile
student is a student who has graduated secondary
education abroad.

The number of mobile students enrolled for
acquiring the educational-qualification degrees
Bachelorand Master hasincreased from 8.8 thousand
in 2007/2008 to 10.8 thousand in 2011/2012 or
22.6% and in comparison with the previous year the
increase is 8.5%.

In the structure of the students by narrow fields
of education, the highest relative share is that of
those in the field of Business and Administration -

In 2011/2012 academic year the number of newly
enrolled students for acquiring the educational-
qualification degrees ‘Bachelor’ and ‘Master after
completed secondary education’ is 52.5 thousand
as it was 50.4 thousand in the previous year. Out of
them 50.3 thousand, or 95.9%, are Bulgarian citizens.

The students, who continuing their education
in Master programmes after completed Bachelor
educational-qualification degree, are 24.5 thousand.
Out of them 2.5 thousand, or 10.1%, are enrolled in
post Professional bachelor programmes.

In 2011, 55.9 thousand students have graduated
with the degrees of ‘Bachelor’ and ‘Master’, of which
54.2 thousand are Bulgarian citizens. The relative
shares of students who have graduated are highest
in the fields of Business and Administration - 30.6%,
Socialand Behavioural Sciences - 15.2%, Engineering
and Engineering Trades - 11.8%. The lowest relative
shares are found in the fields of Veterinary - 0.4%
and Mathematics and Statistics - 0.3%.

13.1% of the total number of students graduated
with the degrees of ‘Bachelor’ and ‘Master’ have
graduated in private universities.

During 2011/2012 academic year, the number
of teaching staff in the universities and specialized
higher schools is 21.9 thousand persons. Regularly
employed are 13.5 thousand or 61.5% of the total.

‘Doctor’ qualification and scientific degree

As of 31.12.2011, 4 703 Ph.D. students are
enrolled in Bulgaria, of which 50.9% are women. In
comparison with the previous year 2010/2011 their
number has increased with 608 persons or 14.8%.

The Ph.D. foreign students enrolled in Bulgaria
are 201 persons, or 4.3% of the total. The highest
share of foreign students comes from Greece and The
former Yugoslav Rep. of Macedonia - by 16.4% of the
total, followed by the students from Turkey - 12.4%.
