METHODOLOGICAL NOTES

The Central Statistical office has adopted the definition for international visitor
in its inquiries on the international tourism and data tabulation, as it was recommended by
the Committee of Experts on Statistics in 1937, and later additional amendments in 1954
and 1963 by the International Ccnferences on Tourism held in New York and in Rome un-
der the auspices of the United Nations.

The definition adopted is as follows, an international visitor is any person visiting a
country other than that in which he has his usual place of residence, at least for twenty four
hours. All foreign students and pupils studying in a country not of their usual residence are
treated as visitors.

The term ,,visitor’’ covers the following categories of persons:

1. Persons travelling for pleasure, family reasons, health and other purposes.

2. Persons attending meetings or congresses (scientific, administrative, sport, etc.).

3. Business travellers.

4. Ocean cruise visitors, including those whaose stay does not exceed 24 hours.

The Following persons are not to be considered as visitors:

1. Persons - arriving in the country with or without work cuntract to accept em-
ployment,

2. Persons entering the country to establish their domicile therein.

3. Inhabitants of border regions residing in ane country and working in another.

The number of visitors comprises those travelled transit the country and data for their
number are given in a separate column of the table by purpose of visiting, But this number

includes not the foreigners passed the country without stopping, but also those visiting the
country with transit visa and staying for several days as tourists.
