INTERNATIONAL COMPARISON OF THE GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT AND PRICE

While comparing the general economic development the following three groups of
countries are distinguished:

11 countries with high real per capita GDP. Their population represents 32 per cent of the
total and consumes 55 per cent of the total, for the 34 countries, GDP.
