NATIONAL ACCOUNTS BY INSTITUTIONAL SECTOR

The complicated multilateral relationships between the institutional units acting within
the socio-economic system are described in the SNA’93 by a logical and coherent system
of sector accounts. This article considers the structure and the contents of institutional sector
accounts as they are in SNA'93. It is pointed out that the institutional units are classified in
five national institutional sectors according to their economic behaviour, type of financing
and ownership. Their relations with the rest of the world are shown separately in a sector
.Rest of the world“. Each transaction recorded in the sector accounts describes from oné
side a definite moment of the economic cycle - production, distribution and re-distribution
of income, final use of the value added, changes in the assets and liabilities, and from the
other side - the link between the institutional sectors at the same moment. AN
