LIVING STANDARD EVALUATION (SOCIOLOGICAL SURVEY)

The level of meeting the demands of the population aged 16 to 65 years with respect
to 6 aspects of life (education, work, health status, housing conditions, family life and
economic status) and evaluation of life in general and for the separate sub-aggregates of
the population is examined on the basis of sociological inquiry data.

The degree of satisfaction with different aspects of life is highly diverse. It is high for
family life, medium for housing conditions and health status and low for education and work
and very low for economic status.

The satisfaction of each of the studied aspects exerts statistically significant influence
onthe persons general evaluation of life.

1 The separate aspects of life are arranged according to their importance for life
®valuation. The satisfaction with economic status and family life are of greatest importance
lorthe general evaluation of life and least - the satisfaction with work and education.
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
