THE FUTURE OF STATISTICS
Prof. Zakhari Karamfilov*

The cardinal need is pointed out of the penetrating into the horizons of the future of
statistics. Outlined are some basic factors and changes that will modify the role and place
of statistics in the future informational structure of society. Formulated are the fundamental
task and problems confronting statistics. Attention is paid to the building up the new positions
of statistics in society and of enhancing its prestige and credibility. The main task inimproving

~ the quality of statistical data is presented mainly from the point of view of the obligations of

the statisticians in carrying out statistical activity and regimentation of the relations between
the different sides: respondents, statisticians, users. The need is pointed out of the continuity
in the work and of providing connection between past and future in the present. The role and
importance of the international co-operation in the field of statistics is outlined mainly n the

connection with the adoption of the world statistical standards and the building up of a unified
European space.
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
