ON SOME PROBLEMS OF THE WRITTEN EXAMINATIONS BY DIDACTIC TESTS

SUMMARY The article is dealing with some of the problems which arise when examining
students by means of didactic tests. The merits and shortcomings of examining by
didactic tests in comparison with other forms of knowledge testing are formulated. This allows us
to point out the basic problems of test examination and to propose possible solutions for some of
them. The author shares his experience trying to answer such questions as: what type of questions
should an examination test consist of, how should correct answers and weights of questions be
estimated, how many answers should a test consist of and what time is necessary for its filling up.
Ultimately the assumption is imposed that examination by didactic tests should not be the only
mencs for assessment, It should be used intelligently by combining it with other forms for knowledge
testing during the whole period of education. The article is also an invitation for a discussion on this
one and wider sphere of educational problems as a whole and of statistical subjects in principle.
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
