SURVEY OF THE HEALTH STATUS OF THE POPULATION IN THE 2001
POPULATION CENSUS PROGRAMME

SUMMARY The basic methodological aspects of the sample survey of the health status in the
2001 Population Census Programme are shown in the article. The methodological
advantages and the need to conduct such a survey are discussed as well as the concept for studying
and estimating the health status of the population and the implementation of these surveys in the
statistical activity of the international organisations such as the World Heath Organisation,
EUROSTAT and Organisation for Economic Cooperation and Development.
The aim of the health interview is to characterise the health of the respondents by means of
a questionnaire recommended by the World Health Organisation. The main themes included in the
forms and discussed in the article are: self estimation of the health; chronic diseases morbidity; use
of medical services; use of medicines; health prophylaxis; smoking habits; drinking behaviour. The
