POPULATION AGING IN BULGARIA DURING THE PERIOD 1960-1999
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SUMMARY The article is devoted to the exceptionally serious problem , population aging®. As
a consequence of the fast process of aging, Bulgaria is among the first ten countries
n the world with the largest share of population of age more than 60 years. In front of us are only
ltaly, Greece, Germany, Japan, Sweden and Belgium. The survey covers the period 1960-1999. With
the help of different characteristics - average age, median age, indexes of aging, burdening,
dependency, the dynamics of the change of the Bulgarian population age structure is followed. The
age pyramid is narrowing both at the bottom and at the top. The main reason for the population aging
s the exceptionally low fertility during the last decade, which together with the increasing child
mortality determines the high intensity of this process. As a result of emigration, changes occur in
the whole age distribution and the tendency for the increase of the overall mortality is the reason
1o use the expression ,paradox of the demographic transition®
At the end of the article certain problems are pointed out as they already stand in front of our
whole society and with time will be set with even higher intensity.
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
