THE JOURNAL ,,STATISTICS* (METHODOLOGY AND PRACTICE) IN THE FOCUS
OF THE SCIENCE MEASURING ANALYSIS

SUMMARY The surveyed magazine is the only one periodical in Bulgaria dedicated to the

problems of statistical researches. It is also a traditional instrument of the national
statistical institution. The science-measuring analysis successively reflects the subjects of publications;
presents the authors in terms of their gender, institutional affiliation, and qualification characteristic;
displays the knowledge of sources in the articles - the quoted sources in terms of type and language
of the prime source; traces the relation between the date of quotation and the date of publication
of monographs, topical miscellanies and articles. The surveyed decade embraces 459 publications,
realized with the contribution of 468 authors. Of whom 191 posses a science degree, and 207 hold
a title in science, including 164, who are habilitated. The authors, who are experts in NSI (National
Statistical Institute), are 219. The greater part of the authors collage consists of 61% from NSL 17%
from THE (Institute of Higher Education), and 11% - from science institutes, all totaling 89%;. The
experts from various institutes are 7%, and from abroad 4%. The established topics reflect the
contemporary statistical theory and methodology and a wide range of concreteness related to the
realization of the economic transition. The science-metric analysis shows that thejour,nal Statistics”
plays the role of national forum for statistical problems in the country. 4
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
