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SUMMARY The author analyzes the basic results from the representative survey for studying

birth-rate, conducted during the last Census in the country. Reproductive attitudes
and tendencies, their realization and the basic reasons for not accomplishing reproductive plans
are discussed.

The following recapitulations and conclusions can be drawn from the given analysis of the
basic results from the survey:

Bulgarians give priority to the two-child model as a social norm concerning the number of
children in the contemporary Bulgarian family. However, in the course of time the supporters of
this model decrease, and the one-child model seriously replaces it. Personal preferences, concerning
the number of children in the family, slightly differ from this "abstract model". Nevertheless, Bulgarian
population has a preference for more children, regardless of the recommended and considered as
the best model of the contemporary Bulgarian family. A considerable part of population does not
succeed in the realization of its reproductive plans and intentions, despite the fact, already mentioned
above, that in the course of time these plans continually shrunk.
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
