NATIONAL PROGRAMME FOR ADOPTION OF THE ACGUIS
OF EU (NPAA 2002) IN THE FIELD OF STATISTICS

SUMMARY A National program for accepting the accomplishments of the law in the
European Union (NPAA) in the sphere of statistics has been developed in
the National Statistical Institute since 1999. This is related to the basic priority in the
activity of NSI - harmonization of the normative basis of statistical activity in the country
with the European law in this sphere. The objective of this program is to evaluate the
attained level of harmonization with Eurostat requirements, written in the Compendium of
statistical requirements. The program is up-dated every year, and the version of the
statistical compendium from August 2001 was used for the development of NPAA 2002.
The object of NPAA are the modules of the statistical compendium that refer to different
fields and spheres of statistics and are united in five basic divisions: "Statistical infrastruc-
ture," "Demographic and social statistics,” "Economic statistics,” (that consists of three
subdivisions "Macroeconomic statistics," "Business statistics," and "Monetary, financial and
trade statistics and statistics of the balance of payments"), "Agriculture, forestry enterprise,
fish-farm," and "Multidomain statistics" (including the themes "Statistics of the environment
and indicators,"” "Regional and geographic information," and "Science and technologies").
For each division (respectively subdivision) the article presents summarized and
systematized information abeut the attained level of harmonization with Eurostat require-
ments and about the achieved progress in 2001 and the planned progress in 2002 and/or
for the next years in respect to the included themes and modules. The used scale of
evaluation (more precisely for self-evaluation) of the attained level of harmonization with
Eurostat requirements is not changed and remains the same as for the preparation of
NPAA 2001 (complete harmonization, almost harmonized, partial harmonization, no har-
monization, inapplicable).
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
