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SUMMARY The article considers the role of the statistics as a meta-theory in the

information society and the future challenges to the activity and the study
of the new economy. In respect to governing and other sciences related to it, the statistical
science is a meta-theory and the objects of its study are the theories of the other sciences
interacting with it. This assumes integration of their theoretical knowledge with the statistical
information product and resource, with mathematics and information and communication
technologies as a challenge. The statistical activity includes the measuring of production, the
use and impact of the goods and services of information and communication technologies and
their digital content in the information society which presents challenges to the System of
National Accounts, labor and capital market, social statistics, price indexes, etc. The study
of the new economy, resulting from information and communication technologies, does not
exhaust the rich content of the information society but is a significant part of it.
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
