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OF INFORMAL EMPLOYMPNT IN BULGARIA
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SYMMARY  The article presents a unique approach for measuring the size, causes and

effects of participation in the informal economy. The proposed methodology
was tested empirically through a special survey conducted as an attachment to the regular
Bulgarian Labour Force Survey (LFS) in March 2001. The survey covered 1000 households
or 2267 persons aged 15 and over. The subsample of 1000 households was randomly selected
from the main LFS sample where the regional proportion and the proportion "urban-rural
regions” were followed. The focus in the study is on the labour market in the shadow economy,
namely on the hidden labour in terms of unregistered work and underreported incomes. The
main unit of observation is the individual who participates informally (unofficially) in the labour
market. The job activities are considered to be informal if they are non-registered or unreported.
In other words the shadow economy covers the economic activities that would generally be
taxable were they reported to the tax authorities. Besides the methodology the paper presents
some interesting findings and conclusions from the survey related to the scope, structure and
distribution of informal activities. It also provides data on the propensity of informal job holding
for various social demographic groups.
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
