POVERTY AND SOCIAL ISOLATION-A CHALLENGE OF SOCIAL POLICY
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SUMMARY Thearticle summarizes some basic conceptual, political and informational aspects
of poverty and the phenomenon connected with it, known as "social isolation".

A task of all governments is to fight poverty, to try hard to curb it and eventually eliminate
it. The European Union as well as every member country are leading a purposeful policy to fight
poverty and this is laid down in a number of political documents.

In the conditions of the present social situation in Europe the exact definition of poverty is
still to be found. Since the end of the 90-ties of the 20-th century poverty surveys start to develop
beyond the distribution aspects of income. Time and again poverty is linked with inadequate social
participation and lack of social integration.

Poverty 1s in the basis of a new social challenge - social isolation (rejection). It is defined as
astate of deprivation, of complete discontent, experienced by the individuals because of the pilling
up of social frustrations. Social isolation as a social process leads to the denial of access to social
rights for different individuals and to certain groups of the population. Ensuring information about
socially discarded people is a challenge to the European system for social statistics.

The article presents some basic results in respect of poverty in the European Union member
countries.
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
