AT HOME EMPLOYMENT IN THE CONTEXT
OF ITS STATISTICAL INVESTIGATION
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SUMMARY Theperiod of structural reforms in Bulgaria is characterized with the expansionof

the "non-standard" and "informal" forms of employment - partial employment,
self-employment, employment for the fulfillment ofa certain activity, accidental employment, work
with the clients materials, franchising, athome employment (work) and others. Among these, athome
employment is the least studied and conceptually the most difficult to define form of employment.

The article attempts a theoretical grounding of the category "at home employment" by
evaluating the prerequisites for its development, the problems that are accompanying it, its functions

and place, which it takes in the observed economy. Parallel with this the potential methods for its
statistical coverage are pointed out.

The results from a pilot survey of 510 respondents are presented. Pictured are the profiles

of the employed and self-employed home workers and the apriory defined hypothesis for the state
of the at home employment in Bulgaria are tested.
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
