PROBLEMS OF THE HARMONIZATION OF FOREIGN TRADE ST ATISTICS

SUMMARY  Since 1992 the national foreign trade statistics has embarked on s stage-by-stage

harmonization with the requirements of the European Institutions (more precisely
EUROSTAT). Progressively it is structured on the basis ofthe Harmonized System for Identification
ind Codification of Goods and the Combined Nomenclature. This renders the possibility for
ensuring internationally comparable data for the purpose ofanumber of comparisons. The Customs
Tariff and Customs Declaration are built on this basis.

The introduction of new definitions, nomenclatures and classifications in the statistical
iecounting of the foreign trade activity gives the possibility in a contemporary way to define and
‘ierpret the trading system, the quantitative accounting of the goods, the contracting country, price
definition, etc.

A series of problems arise in connection with: defining the scope of the statistical data;
Collection and aggregation of the primary information; selection of the representative goods,
“Verage prices, changes in quality, of the periodicity of calculation and definition of price variation

"t different shipments in connection with the calculation of price indices of export and import.
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
