SOME POSSIBILITIES FOR IMPROVING UNIVERSITY EDUCATION IN
"STATISTICS AND ECONOMETRICS"

SUMMARY The growingrequirements of the labor marketas wellas the necessity forincreasing

the competitiveness of the applied statistics profession call for some options for
optimization of the university education in applied statistics and econometrics. Such optimization
should stick to a basic principle, namely the provision of in-depth specialization of the knowledge
and skills of the applied statistics expert. Two basic statistical profiles characteristics are shortly
outlined - the profiles in statistical information systems and in applied econometrics. Educational
specializationineach pro file should account for the target content of the respective profile qualification.
An opinion is expressed supporting the necessity of a search for flexible options for improvement
of higher education practices in order to increase the level of applied knowledge in the field. Such
options are related to optimal rearrangement of the study programs subjected to profiled education
and training philosophy.
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
