DEFINING ETHNIC COMPOSITION IN EUROPEAN POPULATION CENSUSES -
TENDENCIES AT THE BEGINNING OF THE 21-ST CENTURY

SUMMARY  One of the structures for which data is collected during censuses is the popula-
tion ethnic composition and the processes and tendencies connected with it. The
European tendencies in this respect are made clear accordingly. European countries are classified
provisionally in three groups: the first group, countries with a direct question on ethnic group in
the questionnaire: second group, countries with a direct question on tongue in one of its varieties;
third group, countries which include only indirect questions in the questionnaire - citizenship,
country of birth, acquiring citizenship by means of naturalization, etc. The main situation in the
different countries is noted in shert. Summed up are the basic tendencies: 1) increase of the number
' of countries, which include a direct question on ethnic group; 2) increase of the number of the ethnic
- Mames which formerly have been grouped with others; 3) increase of the number of persons who
do not self define themselves; 4) organization of discussions in the different countries for the
Inclusion of a direct question on ethnicity in the population censuses; 5) increase of the number of
the languages and inclusion of such which have been not long ago combined with other langua-
- E€S in the countries where they traditionally exist.
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
