STATISTICS, STATISTICIANS AND THE STATISTICS ACT IN NORWAY

SUMMARY Summary The article discusses the basic functions, the structure, rights and
obligations of the statistical office of Norway statutory in connection with the
acting Statistical Law and the Regulations for its implementation.

Stressed is the legal independence of the statistical institution in two main directions - the
right to collect any data necessary for the production of reliable statistical information and the right
to use administrative data from public registers. Special attention is paid to the obligation for
confidentiality and protection of the data sources.

As an annex the Statistical Act of Norway and the Regulations for its implementation are

provided.
