ACCURACY IN DETERMINING THEETHNIC COMPOSITION
DURING POPULATION CENSUSES (AND IS THIS NECESSARY)

SUMMARY One of the structures for which data is collected during censuses is the ethnic
composition of the population and the processes connected with it. Because of
certain political, ideological, historical and other reasons, similarto any other large statistical survey,
errors are made. Here an attempt to classify these errors and their origin is made. They are divided
in the following groups: 1) in the census programme - because of the change of the direct question
for ethnic group with questions for mother tongue, country of birth and others and because of
mcorrect classification of the ethnic communities and groups; 2) during the observation - from
incorrectly registered answers by the enumerators and stochastic errors of the sample surveys; 3)
during grouping - from incorrect coding, incorrect putting of different cases in other ethnic groups,
rejection to publish results; 4) during analysis - incorrect selection of the used data. Discussed are
also possibilities for measuring the different types of errors by direct and indirect methods: | ) general
measurement by the relative share of those that did not self defined themselves and those that did
not answer the question on ethnicity; 2) in static - by means of the post enumeration surveys;
3) in dynamics - by figuring out the changes of the ethnic orientation of one and the same persons

in-between two censuses; 4) indirectly - by interpolation, demographic balance and others between
a number of censuses.
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
