INCOMES, EXPENDITURES AND CONSUMPTION OF THE POPULATION
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SUMMARY The article traces chronologically the most important moments of the

development of household budgets statistics during the last century and up till
now. The first sample survey of the household budgets was carried out by the Principal Statistical
Office during the month of March 1925 which can be considered as the beginning of the organized
result-oriented statistical investigation of the incomes and expenditures of chosen groups of the
Bulgarian population. During the past 80 years the surveys of the household budgets may be
provisionally divided into three time periods as follows: surveys carried out till 1944, surveys carried
out between 1951 and 1989 and surveys conducted after 1989. The definition of these periods is
primarily connected with important social, economical and political changes in society. During these
three periods Bulgaria remained a poor country in comparison with the economically developed
countries. This comparison points at a relative poverty not an absolute one. This means that today
people can afford to buy a lot more goods and services than they did in the past. Parallel with these

- they are deprived from a lot of things in comparison with the past.

The article ends with a basic estimation of poverty in Bulgaria and other countries.
International criteria and algorithms for developing poverty indicators are used which makes
them comparable with the other countries. This way an answer is given to important questions of
the development of our country and the globalized world.
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
