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SUMMARY The increasing decentralization of the state government, on the one side, and

the need for strictly localized policy, on the other, outline the need for informa-
tion with a high degree of desaggregation. Statistical data as a main source of information for the
needs of management are produced usually with a high level of aggregation because of the speci-
ficity of the statistical tools used and the limitations of the resources available. Because of these
and a lot other reasons in the statistical practice it is necessary to use methods for information
assessment with high desaggregation.

The labour market as one of the key units of the macroeconomic system is one of the main
objects of investigation on the part of the National Statistical Institute. The information about the
indicators of the labour market - employment and unemployment - at present is produced at the
level of the regions. This on its part leads to certain limitations of the analysis of the labour market
state, which can be overcome using the rich possibilities of the theory for assessment of the small
subsets' characteristics. On the basis of this last one observing the specific requirements of the
methods used and the special features of the different sources of information, we could obtain a
satisfactory from a statistical viewpoint estimate of employment and unemployment at a lower
aggregate level that is at the level of the municipality.
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
