STUDY OF THE TIES IN THE SOCIO-ECONOMIC SPHERE

SUMMARY

The problems of set forth concern mostly the statistical population approach
to the analysis of the ties in the socio-economic sphere. Light is shed on the basic
problems of studying the ties in two aspects — in resolving concrete applied prob-
lems of social practice and in developing the theory in this field. Emphasis is put
not only on the evaluation of the quantitative relationships generated in the functio-
ning of the ties but also on revealing the presence itself of such ties and the need of
their modelling. It is necessary to provide such of the ties that would serve as ,,instru-
ments” in further analysis, evaluation and study of the ties and help resolve concrete
tasks of social practice or enhance knowledge.

A generalization is presented of the difficulties and problems attending the
analysis of ties in these exceedingly complex feld. These relate to the insufficient
knowledge of the studied ties; unresolved methodological and methodic questions and
adequate information for their analysis. The thesis is advanced that a specific process
of scientific knowledge takes place in each investigation of the ties in the socio-

economic sphere. This process is also subject to modelling and study with a view of
optimization of the research work itself,
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
