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A discussion is presented of the specifics and peculiarities of the method of measuring
poverty by deprivation indicators. This method supplements and enriches the methods used
in international practice to measure the phenomenon ,poverty” based on determination of
the absolute, relative and subjective lines of poverty. The most important advantages of this
‘ method of measuring poverty are: allows additional analysis of the nature and essence of
~ poverty; enriches the analysis based only onincome; itis not affected by income fluctuations

| which are especially large during the economic crises; ensures better measurement of
permanent or prolonged period of poverty.

The results are examined of sociological surveys carried out during the last two-thréé
