AN ATTEMPT TO DETERMINE THE LOWEST LIMIT OF POVERTY

A discussion is presented of the basic topical questions assoclated with the social
protection of the poor population strata in this country. Indicated are the most important
factors affecting substantially the process of impoverishment. Based on the annual surveys
of household budgets conducted by the National Statistical Institute (NSI) and the sociological
survey undertaken in April 1995, an attempt is made to substantiate by various methods the
lowast limit possible of the money income which is necessary for the physical survival of the
population risk strata. Data on the income distribution of the household members during the
last 4 years (1992 - 1995) shows that 20% of them are aspecially hard hit financially, i.e. they
are at the bottom of income distribution. The current incomes of these persons prove to be
Insufficlent to cover the basic necessities of their households, This forces them to restrict
thelr consumption, to seek and use another income sources, savings, loans, welfare. In the
preparation of the budget of households with financlal problems priority acquires the
- expenditure side where the individual items indicate the necessities for physical survival of
