SAMPLING SURVEYS OF AGRICULTURE IN THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA DURING
1992 - 1995

The paper examines the chronological order of the conducted agriculture sample

surveys with reference to private farmers for the period of 1992 - 1995. These surveys were
carried out under the methodological guidance of specialists of the National Office of

- Agriculture Statistics (NOAS) at the Department of agriculture, USA in accordance with the

. agreement for bilateral co-operation between NOAS and the National Statistical Institute
- (NSI) of Bulgaria.

The considerable increase of the number of units surveyed and in particular of private
farms raises doubts about the collection and reliability of the regular statistical information
concerning the private sector.

The use of sample surveys of private farms proved to be a suitable method of procuring
the most needed information despite the problems associated with the organisation of such

a survey. Discussed are the methodology and the peculiarities of each of the conducted
surveys.
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
