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PRELIMINARY RESULTS FROM 2001 CENSUS OF THE POPULATION, HOUSING,
AND AGRICULTURAL FARMS IN BULGARIA

SUMMARY In the article are stated the reasons for which the population census in Bulgaria
is organized in a way that allows obtaining and publishing preliminary results for
: the population and housing immediately after the census conclusion.

Bulgaria has long traditions in this field. As early as the first population census, held up to
December 31st 1880, preliminary results were obtained and published. In all subsequent censuses
(excluding the one in 1887) obtaining preliminary results was an inseparable characteristic of
Bulgarian censuses.

In order to acquire preliminary results special lists are used. In the lists the enumerators enter
data from the census cards, regarding certain indicators. The indicators, for which the preliminary
results are obtained, vary through the different censuses, but most frequently they are place of
residence (urban, rural), sex and age.

The most important conclusion which can be drown from the preliminary results obtained from
the last census in March 2001 is that during the eight year-long period between the two censuses
substantial changes occurred in the number and the structure of population, which were carefully
scrutinized.
