ETHIC STRUCTURE OF THE BULGARIAN POPULATION
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SUMMARY The ethnic structure of population is one of its most important qualitative

characteristics. The demographic and economic development of each country
depends to a great extent on the state of the ethnic structure. In this connection, this article
presents a brief characteristic of the ethnic structure of the Bulgarian population. The basic
ethnic groups in Bulgaria are described in brief with respect to their origin and time of
migration into Bulgarian lands. The issue about the origin and particularities of the Bulgar-
- ian "ethnos" that determines the image and name of our country is discussed in the greatest
detail. For that reason it cannot be ranked among ethnic groups. Due to the importance of
the question about minorities, the article presents brief but clear and precise scientific
definitions of important terms such as "ethnic group,” and "national minority." In this way
the author thinks that his article will be useful for the optimization of the methodology of
the Census in Bulgaria. At the last two censuses the Bulgaran ethnic community was
defined as an ethnic group - this is incorrect in respect to science and not good for our
national interests.
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
