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SUMMARY  The article presents the basic results from a questionnaire survey conducted in

] 2001 among big European investors in Bulgaria. Its basic objective was to analyze
the impact of direct foreign investments from EU countries on the improvement of inter-firm
relations in the process of transition to market economy. This process is closely related to the
development of modern business culture and adoption of European business practices by local
economic agents.

The questionnaire survey provides useful information about European investors as well
as the development of Bulgarian businesses related to the activities of European companies
in our country. Inquiries were made to provide specific information about the basic reasons
and motivation for coming to Bulgaria, the estimates for the conditions of economic activity,
opportunities for investment in technologies and know-how transfer. Some important features
were considered in respect to the relations of European investors with their suppliers and clients,
as well as with the state administration, financial institutions, etc.
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
