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SUMMARY Thearticle presents the principal assumptions for making mirror comparisons of
the trade flows between partner countries. One of the elements of checking the

credibility and scope of the data about export and import of goods from/for Bulgaria is the practice
ofthe National Statistical Institute in this sphere. The most common difficulties inthe work process
are considered together with the need of good collaboration and coordination among statistical
offices in different countries in order to guarantee the reliability of the results from accomplished
work. Presented in summaries are the published materials about comparisons of the good exchange
of Bulgana with Macedonia, Germany and Ukraine. Reviewed are the present activities related to
making mirror comparisons with other countries, Bulgarian trade partners - Russia, Yugoslavia, and
Romania. The National Statistical Institute plans to make comparisons of the export/import data
between Bulgaria and its basic trade partners as well as in regard to all neighboring countries.

The results of this activity not only enrich the practice of NSI and contribute to the more
accurate analysis of the export and import of goods from/for the country but also facilitate the
improvement in the work of other administrative structures associated with foreign trade. The results
from the comparison of the trade flows can also be used by businesses in planning and estimating
their own foreign trade activity.
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
