SUMMARY The economic and demographic conditions in Bulgaria at the end of the 20-th and

: beginning of the 21-st century lead to the implementation in the beginning of the
year 2000 of a new, compulsory for part of the population pension schemes of a capital type. They
are implemented by private pension funds and form the second pension pillar - Compulsory
Supplementary Pension Security. In the future pensioners will receive an additional pension from
the private pension funds. It is expected that this will reduce the expenditures of the state for social

security, a necessity born mainly by the negative demographic tendencies, as well as to ensure better
economic conditions for pensioners.
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
