DEFINING ETHNIC COMPOSITION FOR POPULATION CENSUSES IN THE
WORLD - TRADITION AND CONTEMPORARY APPROACH

SUMMARY  One of the structures for which data is collected during censuses is the one of

the ethnic composition of the population. In this respect the world tendencies
are clarified. Discussed are historically originating concepts of the ethnic origin. A classification
of the criteria to outline the ethnic differences during population censuses is made. They are:
territory, common origin, outer (physical) characteristics, clothing, religion, tongue, and conscious
development. Defined are the indicators that reflect ethnic differences for each criterion sepa-
rately. In short are noted some basic features for the separate countries. The outlined tendencies
are summarized. The mast important are: 1) for defining the ethnic differences between people
different concepts exist and they are based on the historical and political development of the
different parts of the world; 2) every country has followed different ideological, political and
other goals in this respect; 3} almost all countries apply criteria for common origin - most often
with the indicators "country of birth" and "citizenship" and to a lesser degree "descent” and other
indicators; 4) around half of the countries of the world apply the criteria for individual specific
development when defining ethnic and national origin and almost that many countries - the crite-
ria of the tongue; in most cases several criteria are applied.
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
