TYPOLOGY OF THE EUROPEAN COUNTRIES BY DEGREE OF DEMOGRAPHIC
AGING AND DEMOGRAPHIC PRESSURE

SUMMARY  The article analyses the population aging in the European countries with the

aim to show the different aspects of this complex demographic process. The
classification of the countries is built on the basis of the indicators for with children and elderly
people. Outlined are several types of countries depending on the indicators used - with average,
low and high degree of demographic aging and demographic pressure. Bulgaria is among the
countries with a high degree demographic aging and as for demographic pressure - it is high but
only in respect of the elderly people. Pressure from children is low. Other European countries
which have similar indicators for population aging are ltaly, Greece, the former GDR, Spain.
Original mathematical methods for classification based on two-dimensional distributions of the
countries depending on the pressure from children and elderly people as well as on values derived
from these indicatoers are used in the article. The included graphics show the relative position of
each country compared with the others in respect of the discussed indicators for demographic
aging and demographic pressure.
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
