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SUMMARY The article presents the EHIS methodology and questionnaire. Based

on a harmonized questionnaire, the EU countries carry out this sur-
vey for the first time in order to meet data users needs for comparable information on the
population health status, health determinant and health care use at EU level. Survey
information will be used not only for the health system management purposes, but for
scientific also.

The survey questionnaire is structured in four modules - European Health Status
Module, European Health Care Module, European Health Determinant Module and”
European Background Module. The rationale and general concept for inclusion of main
groups of questions is explained, as well as indicators which will be calculated based on
the information gathered are presented. Some specific methodological elements are pre-
sented such as use of Showcards, self-completion forms, proxy interview.
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
