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SUMMARY The article presents the results of
a study the structures of the hidden economy in
Bulgaria.

Two structures have been considered: By
elements of the hidden economy - structure
includes 2 elements of the hidden economy -
gray and informal. The third element -
the black economy is excluded from the
analysis because of no information about it.
By key sectors of the economy: The structure
of the hidden economy includes the
sectors: industry, agricultural, construction,
trade, hotels and restaurants, transport
and communications and last sector

"Others” is summary of other activities.

Data to be analysed for both types of
structures are estimations for exhaustiveness of
GDP for nonobserved economy, part of which
is the hidden economy. Those estimations are
carried out by the National Statistical Institute.
Analyzed data are for the period 2002-2008.

Analysis of structural changes was made
with both single and complex measures of
structural changes. Based on this analysis
are made meaningful conclusions about the
structural changes of the hidden economy in
Bulgaria in this period.
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
