SUMMARY This article presents the
author’s concept for the tasks and stages
of the process of construction, experiment
and final shaping of the questionnaire -
the most important instrument for
collection of statistical, sociological
and other information. The theoretical
achievements and the accumulated
experience on that field in our country

and abroad need to be analyzed, critically
assessed and generalized. The construction
of the questionnaire is a research process
comprising three basic stages: 1) research
formulation; 2) draft, probation and final
shaping of the questionnaire; 3) post
factum assessment of the qualities and
efficiency of the questionnaire.
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
